THE State Administration Council has enacted this law under Section 419 of the 
Constitution of the Republic of the Union of Myanmar.
1.	 This laws hall be called the Animal Health and Livestock Development Amend-

3. 	 The word mentioned in Subsection (t) of Section 2 “establishment of slaughter-
house or butchery” shall be cancelled.

4. 	 Subsection (e) of Section 9 of the law shall be substituted as follows: -
(e) 	 opening the inspection station and animal protection and monitoring camp 

in necessary areas, establishing disease zone and disease control zone and 
adopting the plans for biosecurity

5.	 Subsection (i) of Section 10 shall be substituted as follows: -
(i)	 issuing the licence for slaughterhouse or butchery, conducting renewal of 

the licence and supervising slaughterhouse or butchery

6. 	 At Section 11 of the law–
(a) 	 Subsection (q) shall be added behind Subsection (p) as follows: -
	 (q) service, licence fee and other fees to issue endorsement certificate, 

permission certificate, licence certificate or renewal of licence shall be set 
with the agreement of the ministry.

(b) 	 Original Subsection (q) shall be renamed Subsection (r).
7. 	 Clause (1) of Subsection (a) of Section 13 of the law shall be substituted as 

follows: -
(1) 	 animal health, service, livestock, livestock farming, pedigree animal farming, 

incubating, industrial building and equipment
8. 	 The words “compensation for loss or damage, indemnity or to have aid” of 

Section 22 of the law shall be substituted with “insurance fee, compensation or 
to have aid”.

9. 	 Chapter IX of the law shall be added to Chapter I-A.
 Chapter 9 (A)

 Business to gather or protect animals
22-a. The person or organization wishing to operate animal gathering or protec-

tion camps shall apply for a permit to operate the businesses to the Head 
of the Township Department under the prescribed criteria.

22-b. Concerning the application mentioned in Section 22-a, the Township Head 
of Department shall conduct the process under Subsection (a) of Section 
17, the District Head of Department under Subsection  (b) of Section 17, the 
Head of Region or State Department under Subsection (c) of Section 17 and 
the Director-General under Subsection (d) of Section 17.

22-c. The person who obtains the permit certificate under Section 22-b –
(a)	 shall follow the disciplines mentioned in the certificate.
(b)	 shall accept inspection of the department.
(c)	 shall follow this law and rules, orders, directives and procedures released 

under this law.
10. 	 The words “establishment of slaughterhouse or butchery business” mentioned 

in the Section 23 of this law shall be cancelled.
11. 	 Section 29 of the law shall be substituted as follows: -

monitoring camps with the agreements of the ministry to inspect the export or 
import of animals, animal products, genetically developed bioproducts, feedstuffs, 
materials for animals or animal medicines.

Meteorologists predict 
extended cold periods for 
Myanmar

Japan to recruit over 940 Myanmar workers
UP to 300 Japanese compa-
nies would recruit up to 940 
Myanmar workers, according 
to a statement by the Myan-
mar Embassy in Japan on 15 
January.

The embassy has carried 
out timely verifications of de-
mand letters received from the 
Ministry of Labour via the Min-
istry of Foreign Affairs, it said.

It verifies whether labour 
supervisory companies and 

factories or companies which 
offered jobs in Japan are offi-
cially established or not, and 
re-submits its findings and 
remarks to the Ministry of 
Labour through the Ministry 
of Foreign Affairs.

It is about 304 demand 
letters that were submitted 
to the Ministry of Foreign Af-
fairs after verification until 29 
October 2024.

According to it, more than 

200 Myanmar male workers 
and about 950 Myanmar fe-
male workers would be em-
ployed.

In a statement on 15 De-
cember, over 400 Japanese 
companies would recruit 
more than 1,100 Myanmar 
workers, and in a statement 
on 31 December, 450 Japanese 
companies would provide jobs 
for 1,600 Myanmar workers.

METEOROLOGIST U Win Na-
ing said on 15 January that the 
coldness may last longer than in 
previous years, and it is expected 
to be colder in the coming days. 

His forecast includes a cool 
and dry cold season, with tem-
peratures dropping in January 
and thick fogs starting in the sec-
ond or third week of February 
until March.

“It could get colder in the 
coming days. Yangon used to be 
hot again after 2-3 cold days or 
a cold week. The coldness in the 
2025 season may last longer. It 
may be around 20 degrees C in 
Yangon, Bago and Ayeyawady 
regions, and Mon, Kayin states 
and Taninthayi Region until the 
end of January. The daytime 
temperature will gradually rise 
again, but the nights will contin-
ue to be cold, so there may be a 

period of thick fogs in February 
and March,” he said.

“We should be aware of the 
coldest and hottest times. The 
coldest is from 2 to 7 am, and 
the hottest is from 1 to 4 pm. If 
one sleeps without warm clothes 
before it gets cold in the evening, 
he/she might not wake up when 
it gets colder, and they may suf-
fer from a stroke. In hot weath-
er, staying in the shade and not 
sweating excessively can help 
prevent heatstroke. There is no 
need to worry now because the 
temperature is not too high,” he 
added. 

Myanmar’s weather condi-
tions are likely to remain normal, 
with longer cold days until March 
and daytime temperatures may 
not be as hot as the summer of 
2024, which was an El Niño, he 
forecast. — MT/ZN

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THE Ministry of Planning and Finance reports that 174 com-
panies, comprising domestic, foreign, and joint ventures, are 
actively operating in Myanmar’s microfinance sector.

This includes 53 foreign companies, 112 domestic com-

panies, and nine joint ventures. Together, these companies 
operate across all 15 regions and states of Myanmar, providing 
services to approximately 3.22 million members and disbursing 
loans amounting to about K2 billion.

Digital financial services are the primary tools used by 
these companies for loan disbursement and repayment col-
lection, in coordination with the Central Bank of Myanmar. 
Moreover, the Central Bank and microfinance companies are 
collaborating to revise the maximum lending and savings limits 
to reflect current socioeconomic conditions.

In addition to banks, microfinance companies play a vital 
role in offering loans to support the development of micro, 
small, and medium-sized enterprises (MSMEs).

In January, the Ministry of Planning and Finance approved 
operational licences for three domestic companies, authorized 
capital increases for four companies issued corporate life 
insurance agent licences to three companies, and sanctioned 
territory expansions for three companies within the microfi-
nance sector. — ASH/MKKS

Myanmar Microfinance: 174 companies serving 
3.2M+ members

ACCORDING to the Department of Con-
sumer Affairs, over 10,000 businesses 
selling goods and services online have 
applied for online business registration.

It has been reported that nearly 
1,300 companies and over 9,000 indi-
vidual business owners have applied 
for registration during the period from 
2 October 2023, when the registration 
process for such businesses began, to 

2 January 2025.
“A legitimate registration of online 

businesses will enhance accountability 
and responsibility for both consumers 
and business owners. Starting from 1 
January this year, we have been con-
ducting field inspections to verify the 
information provided by the applicants. 
Only businesses that meet the require-
ments will be issued registration certif-

icates,” an official from the Department 
of Consumer Affairs stated.

Online businesses were officially 
designated as essential services on 21 
July 2023, through a notification. It has 
also been emphasized that businesses 
operating online without a registration 
certificate will face action under Section 
5 of the Essential Goods and Services 
Law. — ASH/MKKS

10,000+ online businesses apply for 
registration; field inspections begin

SOLAR-POWERED water pumps will 
be available for seasonal lease, with 
an option for instalment purchases, to 
vegetable and flower farmers in Kalaw 
and Aungban townships of Southern 
Shan State, according to the Farmers’ 
Market Group, which is organizing the 
Shan Region Chilli Commodity Fair.

“We aim to provide solar water 
pumps to farmers to eliminate fuel costs 
and boost their income. This initiative 
targets farmers in villages across Kalaw 
and Aungban townships. For vegetable 
and flower growers, including those 
cultivating onions, chillies, garlic, and 
other crops, we will supply complete 
sets of solar pumps with a three-inch 
outlet. These pumps will be available 
for lease for at least one farming season 
(four months),” said an official from the 
Farmers’ Market Group.

Farmers who are members of 
organizations, such as the Farmers’ 
Market and Farmers’ Bridge groups, 
or who work as contract farmers, can 
purchase the pumps on an instalment 
plan without the need for a guarantor. 
The programme also includes free field 
inspections and installation services, 
the official added.

The Farmers’ Market Group is or-
ganizing monthly commodity fairs to 
encourage collective trading among 
vegetable growers in Kalaw, Aungban, 
and Pindaya regions. These fairs aim 
to provide farmers with better market 
opportunities.

Additionally, the group supports 
farmers by offering agricultural training, 
high-quality seeds, solar water pumps, 
fertilizers, and advance financing for 
cultivation, all in one location. They are 
also working to build connections with 
both domestic and international mar-
kets to promote the sale of the farmers’ 
produce. — ASH/MKKS

Thaifex-Anuga Asia 2025 invites 
Myanmar businesspeople

ACCORDING to the Fisher-
ies Department, Myanmar 
bagged US$521 million from 
over 402,300 metric tonnes of 
fishery exports in the past nine 
months of the current finan-
cial year 2024-2025, beginning 
1 April. 

The export volume indi-
cated a significant increase of 
over 56,800 tonnes worth three 
million dollars compared with 
that of the corresponding peri-
od last year.

Myanmar exported 192,000 
tonnes of fisheries worth $312 

million to external markets via 
maritime and air trade. The re-
maining was sent to neighbour-
ing countries through Myawady, 
Kawthoung, Kengtung, Myeik 
and Mawtaung border cross-
ings. 

Myanmar steadily exports 
seafood to 40 countries, includ-
ing China, Thailand, Bangla-
desh, and Japan, through 
maritime and border trade 
channels.  The Myanmar Fish-
eries Federation and Fisheries 
Department joined hands to 
bolster fisheries exports.

More than 20 fish species 
including hilsa, rohu, catfish, 
and seabass are conveyed to 
foreign markets, according to 
the Myanmar Fisheries Fed-
eration. — NN/KK

Myanmar exports 400,000MT of fisheries 
to global markets in Apr-Dec

THE Central Bank of Myanmar (CBM) has 
been cracking down on those involved in 
illegal currency exchange through Face-
book groups and pages in line with existing 
regulations.

The statement revealed that CBM is 
selling petty cash at the daily market online 
trading rate for those studying abroad, 
working abroad, travelling abroad for 
medical treatment and attending official 
meetings at Yangon International Airport 
or money changers of authorized banks to 
stabilize foreign exchange rates.

CBM has been monitoring money 
changers to ensure they stick to the di-
rectives stipulated under the Foreign 
Exchange Management Law. It has also 
been taking action against those involved 
in illegal digital currency conversion and 
operating hundi businesses (illegal cash 

transfer) without holding a valid licence.
CBM has been working together with 

law enforcement agencies under the Min-
istry of Home Affairs to interrogate and 
prosecute Hundi business operators by 
checking their banking history.

Myanmar Police Force has been tak-
ing actions against nine individuals out of 
26 people with suspicious activities and six 
of them have been taken to courts in the 
respective townships, CBM’s statement 
mentioned.

CBM found illegal money transfer 
activities on Facebook platform through 
some groups, pages and ten Facebook 
accounts. CBM has been accelerating ef-
forts to conduct legal action against those 
involved in illegal Hundi businesses with-
out holding a valid licence, CBM notified.

SQUID fisheries in the Myanmar 
Sea are thriving, ensuring do-
mestic consumption and foreign 
exports, according to a fisheries 
product businessperson from 
Shwe Padauk Fish Market.

“Squid catch volume signif-
icantly increased. Squids larger 
than three inches are designated 
for the hotel industry and foreign 
markets. Those smaller than two 
inches are supplied to the domes-
tic market. Grew in squid catch 
volume facilitated domestic and 
foreign supplies. As squid fish-

ing is flourishing in winter, the 
market is likely to see a higher 
number of squid inflows,” he said.

Squids are mostly caught 
in January and February. Those 
squids sized smaller than three 
inches are domestically sold 
while larger squids are exported.

Squids caught by Salon Peo-
ple from the Myeik Archipela-
go are sent to Yangon City and 
shipped to foreign trade partners 
with container vessels. Thus, 
Myanmar’s squid fisheries have 
been prospering. — KK

In 1920, Aurel 
Stein from Britain dug this sand. 
He kept Buddha images and Bi-
bles from the deserts. The visitors 
from abroad arrived and watched 
the colourful paintings and wood 
carvings and bought. So, they ac-
quired a lot of money. The ancient 
cave is located in Jiaohe, east of 
China. That cave is near Turpan 
and it was dug from earth. It has 
temples, government offices and 
a jail. Jail is not damaged till now-
adays. At this moment the people 
who live in the caves of China 
repair the caves to be beautiful 
and modernized. 

The new buildings that are 
located in the Granada region are 
worth nearly 100,000 American 

dollars. On the Sierra Nevada hills 
that are situated in Guadix, peo-
ple made caves and about 5,000 
people live in these caves. People 
constructed houses, stores, and 
hotels in the caves that are locat-
ed in the North of Spain. 

Lately, in the 21st century, 
more people lived in caves. To pre-
vent heat, people lived in caves at 
Coober Pedy in Australia. Agates 
are found in Coober Pedy. People 
lived in the caves and searched 
agates.

The person who tried to go 
to the end of the cave is not alive. 
They also told me the exit of the 
cave was in another country. My 
elder sister shouted and told me 
not to see the walls of the cave. 
But I looked at the walls of the 
cave. Oh! How horrible things are 
curved in the walls of the caves. 
There are many skulls, witches 
and devils carved into the walls 
of the cave. Besides there are 
many coffins in the cave. Cof-
fins are six feet long. There are 
many tales about the cave. Aliba 
ba and 500 thieves. The princess 
and the harpist loving tale. When 
the king knew his daughter was 
loved by a harpist and lived in the 
cave, the angry king closed the 
entrance of the cave with a rock. 
The cave had on existing. They 
gave their lives for their love. The 
famous singer Daw Tin Tin Mya 
sang about that. The title of this 
song is “Tawagu”. The song is 
very popular nowadays. Long ago 

there was a famous cave where 
500 bats lived in this cave. When 
they heard Buddha’s sermons 
and after they died, they reached 
the deva. So, we should listen to 
the sermon.

Another famous is Akauk 
Taung. Akauk Taung is a moun-
tain extending from Pyay District 
to Hinthada District, renowned 
for its numerous ancient Buddha 
images carved into the rock wall 
along the Ayeyawady River bank. 
Historically, the mountain served 
as a tollgate for passing boats and 
ships. Artisans carved the moun-
tain walls, resulting in 370 Buddha 
images depicted in various posi-
tions standing, sitting and lying. 
Most of these Buddha images 
date back to the Konbaung era, 
with some originating from the 
Inwa era.

Therefore astonishing, beau-
tiful and fearful caves are around 
the world. Good people live in the 
caves to do good things. They pay 
good benefits for the people and 
creatures, but bad and wicked 
people live in the caves to do evil 
things. They stay in the caves and 
hide money, and jewels when they 
get from theft. I pay homage to the 
Buddha to disappear the worst 
people from the world, so the peo-
ple can live safely and peacefully.

Drug-trafficking group arrested in Mandalay                
with heroin, Phensedyl
THE Myanmar Police Force 
announced the arrest of a 
drug-trafficking group in Man-
dalay, which was involved in 
transporting drugs, including 
5.94 kilogrammes of heroin and 

30 bottles of Phensedyl, to the 
Myanmar-India border.

Acting on a tip-off, a com-
bined team from the Anti-nar-
cotics Police Force apprehended 
Saw Phyo Aung, Lin Lin Aung, 
Hlaing Phyo Htwe (aka) Ko 
Htwe, and Aung Myo Thein (aka) 

Tartee at 4 pm on 7 January in 
Mahaaungmyay Township. They 
were found with a Toyota Crown 
and 660 soap dishes containing 
5.94 kilogrammes of heroin.

Following some interroga-

tion, the police proceeded to 
Saw Phyo Aung’s residence in 
Chanayethazan Township at 4:30 
pm the same day, where they 
seized 30 bottles of Phensedyl, 
each containing 100 millilitres.

The police also arrested Ko 
Sai (aka) Ah Chein, who resides 

in Namsam and had arranged 
the drug transport from Man-
dalay to Tamu Township on the 
Myanmar-India border.

Furthermore, Aung Thu 
(aka) Sein Thaung was arrest-

ed for instructing Hlaing Phyo 
Htwe, Thant Zin Htun, Lin Lin 
Aung, and Zaw Myo Thein to 
carry the drugs. Saw Phyo Aung, 
from Chanayethazan Township, 
had purchased the drugs, while 
Kiyan, who lives near the Myan-
mar-India border, resold them. 

Phensedyl was bought in Kalay 
and resold in Mandalay.

Aung Thu and Thant Zin 
Htwe, who were involved in 
selling heroin, were arrested 
near Leinli village in Pinlong 
Township along with a Suzuki 
Ciaz. Additionally, Hlaing Myo 

Tun (aka) Thilon, who was in-
volved in selling Phensedyl, was 
also arrested in Chanayethazan 
Township.

Action was taken against 
all of them and further inves-
tigation is underway. — MNA/
MKKS

Inmate death attributed to false claims of 
insufficient medical care
REPORTS claiming that inmate 
Myo Min Oo died from inadequate 
medical care while imprisoned at 
DaikU Central Prison are false, ac-
cording to verified information. Khit 
Thit Media’s Facebook page false-
ly reported that his death resulted 
from lacking basic healthcare.

In reality, Myo Min Oo was un-
der close medical supervision by 
prison doctors and health officials. 
Upon being diagnosed with chronic 

kidney disease and anaemia on 23 
September 2024, he received con-
tinuous medical care at the prison 
hospital. To ensure better treatment, 
he was transferred to Bago District 
General Hospital on 26 December 
2024, where he was treated by med-
ical professionals. Despite receiving 
proper care, he passed away at 12:35 
pm on 10 January 2025, 16 days after 
hospitalization.

Prison authorities consistently 

provide timely medical care to in-
mates feeling unwell, including ad-
ministering necessary medications 
and accepting prescribed medicines 
from family members after prop-
er verification. Inmates requiring 
specialized treatment are promptly 
transferred to public hospitals.

Therefore, Khit Thit Media’s 
report was intentionally misleading, 
aiming to distort public perception.

“The Grammys will 
not only honour the artistry 

and achievements of our mu-
sic community but also serve 
as a platform to amplify the 
spirit of resilience that defines 
this great city of Los Angeles,” 
Mason and Hurt said. — AFP

AUSTRALIAN authorities 
closed nine Sydney beaches 
on Tuesday after mysterious 
white and grey balls washed 
up along the coast.

Beaches closed until fur-

ELEVEN people have died in 
hospitals in Istanbul, Türkiye’s 
largest city, in the past 24 hours 
after consuming counterfeit al-
cohol, and two suspects have 
been detained, local media re-
ported on Tuesday.

According to the state-run 
Anadolu news agency, 38 individ-
uals, including 26 foreign nation-
als, sought medical treatment at 
various hospitals across the city 
due to health issues related to 
counterfeit alcohol consumption. 
The agency reported that 11 of 
them have died.

The NTV broadcaster re-
ported that authorities discov-
ered two individuals of Turkmen 
nationality allegedly involved in 
selling counterfeit alcohol at 

their workplace in the Basak-
sehir district. Both individuals 
were arrested and taken into 
custody.

During the raid, authorities 
seized approximately 50 litres of 
counterfeit alcohol, 36 drug pills, 
five pieces of narcotic substanc-
es, a precision scale, opium res-
in, counterfeit migrant identity 
cards, and a large quantity of 
medical drugs. The suspects are 
being investigated on charges of 
“causing death by negligence”, 
“drug trafficking”, “producing 
and selling counterfeit alcohol”, 
possessing “unidentified medical 
drugs”, “human trafficking”, and 
“forgery of official documents”, 
according to the report. — Xin-
hua

Bull kills tamer at sporting event in 
south India
A bull-tamer was killed and nearly ten spectators were injured 
when the horned animals ran amok during the annual sporting 
event Jallikattu in India’s southern state of Tamil Nadu on Tuesday.

The incident occurred at the Avaniyapuram area of the state’s 
Madurai district, when thousands of people congregated to watch 
the bull-tamers’ bravado activities.

The popular bull-taming sport is held every year on the day of 
harvest festival celebrated across Tamil Nadu. Jallikattu is a tradi-
tional bull-taming sport in which participants try to tame a bull by 
grabbing its hump. On several occasions, many people had been 
injured in the sport, watched by thousands of local people.  — Xinhua 

Over 1 mln internally displaced in 
Haiti: IOM

   
OVER 1.041 million people in Haiti have been internally displaced 
as of December 2024, accounting for approximately 9 per cent of 
the country’s total population, according to the International Organ-
ization for Migration (IOM).

According to an IOM report released on Tuesday, this represents 
a threefold surge in displacement over the past year, climbing from 
315,000 in December 2023 to more than a million.

The report highlighted that relentless gang violence, the col-
lapse of essential services -- particularly healthcare -- and worsening 
food insecurity were the main drivers behind the surge in displaced 
populations. The report also pointed out that in the capital, Port-au-
Prince, the number of internally displaced people nearly doubled, 
rising by 87 per cent. Children are among the most severely affected, 
making up over half of the displaced population. Essential needs 
such as food, healthcare, shelter, and clean drinking water remain 
critical for those impacted. — Xinhua 
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GLOBAL inflation is ex-
pected to remain above 
central bank targets over 
the next four years, ac-
cording to the Economic 
Experts Survey released 
Tuesday by Germany’s 
ifo Institute for Economic 
Research and the Swiss 
Economic Policy Institute.

Economists forecast 
a global average inflation 
rate of 3.9 per cent in 2025, 
decreasing slightly to 3.5 
per cent by 2027. “Infla-
tion expectations remain 

above central banks’ tar-
gets, making significant 
interest rate cuts unlike-

ly”, said Niklas Potrafke, a 
researcher at ifo Institute. 
— Xinhua

THE number of foreign visi-
tors to Japan topped 36 mil-
lion in 2024 in a new all-time 
high, boosted by a weak yen 
and the resumption of flight 
routes to Japan following 
the COVID-19 pandemic, 
while their spending sur-
passed 8 trillion yen ($50.8 
billion) for the first time on 
record, government data 
showed Wednesday.

Foreign tourists spent 

a total of 8.14 trillion yen on 
accommodation, shopping 
and other expenses in 2024, 
surpassing the previous re-
cord of 5.31 trillion yen set 
in 2023, preliminary figures 
from the Japan Tourism 
Agency showed.

A record 36.87 million 
foreign tourists visited Ja-
pan in 2024 as peak travel 
periods, including the sea-
sons for cherry blossoms 

and autumn foliage, con-
tributed to annual visitor 
numbers from 20 markets 
setting new record highs, 
according to the Japan 
National Tourism Organi-
zation. Cumulative figures 
from January to Novem-
ber last year had already 
surpassed the previous 
full-year high of 31.88 mil-
lion set in 2019, before the 
pandemic. — Kyodo

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SIXTY-FOUR per cent of UK 
citizens six months after the 
general election believe that 
Prime Minister Keir Starmer 
is doing a poor job, a YouGov 
poll showed.

At the same time, 24 per 
cent of respondents supported 
Starmer, while another 12 per 
cent could not make an assess-
ment, the report said on Tues-
day. The poll was conducted on 
13 January and surveyed 1,698 
people.

In a separate poll conduct-
ed from 11-13 January, 62 per 
cent of Britons said they dis-
approved of the government’s 
record to date, with only 17 per 
cent claiming the opposite.

The Labour Party won 
412 seats in the 4 July election, 

securing an absolute majority 
in parliament and ousting the 
Conservative government. The 

next day, Starmer was official-
ly appointed as the UK’s 58th 
prime minister. — SPUTNIK

IMPEACHED South Korean leader Yoon Suk 
Yeol was arrested on Wednesday over his failed 
martial law bid, ending a weeks-long standoff 
with authorities and becoming the first sitting 
president to be detained in the nation’s history.

Yoon, who faces charges of insurrection 
over his short-lived effort to impose martial 
law last month, said he would comply with 
investigators to avoid “bloodshed”.

A former prosecutor who led the conserv-
ative People Power Party (PPP) to election 
victory in 2022, Yoon could face the death pen-
alty or life in jail if found guilty of insurrection.

He had sought to evade arrest for weeks 
by remaining in his residential compound, 
protected by members of the Presidential 
Security Service (PSS) who had remained 
loyal to him.

His guards had installed barbed wire and 
barricades at the residence, turning it into 
what the opposition called a “fortress”.

Yoon, who had vowed to “fight to the end”, 
managed to thwart a first arrest attempt on 3 
January following a tense hours-long impasse 
between the guards and anti-graft investiga-
tors working with police. — AFP

KNESSET members were di-
vided over an emerging cease-
fire and hostage agreement 
with Hamas on Tuesday. Sup-
porters insisted it was neces-
sary to bring the captives home 
as soon as possible while critics 
said the deal threatened Israeli 
security.

Talks in Qatar aimed 
at reaching a ceasefire and 
hostage release agreement 
between Israel and Hamas 
are progressing with an Arab 
source telling The Press Ser-
vice of Israel on Tuesday there 
is a “high likelihood of success”.

According to the source, 

discussions focus on the re-
lease of Palestinian prisoners, 
with Israel seeking to have 
those serving life sentences 
deported to countries such as 
Turkiye, Qatar, and Egypt.

Under the terms of the 
emerging ceasefire, it is expect-
ed that the first 33 hostages to 
be released will be humanitar-
ian cases — women, children, 
elderly and sick. Palestinians 
from northern Gaza who fled 
to southern areas of the Strip 
will be allowed to return to their 
homes. Israeli forces will not 
withdraw from the Strip until all 
the hostages are freed. — ANI

Iranian President addresses Trump 
assassination claims and nuclear stance

IRAN has never tried to assassinate US President-elect Donald 
Trump, Iranian President Masoud Pezeshkian said on Wednesday.

“This is another one of those schemes that Israel and other 
countries are designing to promote Iranophobia. ... Iran has never 
attempted to nor does it plan to assassinate anyone. At least as far 
as I know,” Pezeshkian told the NBC news broadcaster.

Iran has never plotted to assassinate Trump and has no plans 
to do so in the future, the president added.

Trump earlier accused Iran of what he called specific steps 
against him, adding that “the entire US military is watching and 
waiting.”

In September, the Trump campaign said in a press release that 
Trump had been briefed by the Office of the Director of National 
Intelligence concerning possible assassination attempts by Iran on 
his life, adding that Iran is “terrified” of Trump’s strength and resolve 
and wants then-Democratic presidential nominee Kamala Harris to 
win the election because of her “weakness”. — SPUTNIK

Japan, US, S Korea hold joint drills after
N Korean missile tests

Japan, the United States and South Korea held joint air drills with a 
US B-1B strategic bomber on Wednesday, the South Korean defence 
ministry said, following North Korea’s recent firings of missiles in-
cluding what Pyongyang has said was a hypersonic missile.

Japanese and South Korean fighter jets joined the trilateral exer-
cise which took place over the high seas near the Korean Peninsula, 
according to the ministry.

The ministry said it will “contain the threat posed by North Korea 
through expanding drills by the three nations”.

North Korea launched a ballistic missile towards the sea on 6 
January, with its official Korean Central News Agency saying the 
following day that a new type of intermediate-range hypersonic 
missile had been fired and successfully flew 1,500 kilometres to a 
simulated target at sea. — Kyodo

programme.”

The injury comes with Ga-

briel Jesus in his best form of the 
campaign after scoring six goals 
in his last seven appearances and 
it sees him join a long injury list 
that includes Bukayo Saka, Ben 
White, Takehiro Tomiyasu, Ethan 
Nwaneri and Riccardo Calafiori.

Arteta confirmed on Tuesday 
that the club was “actively look-
ing” to make a signing in Janu-
ary, given that England winger 
Saka, won’t return until March.

What should have been 
an initial bout between the two 
British boxers in October 2022 
was called off when Benn failed 
a voluntary drug test in fight 
week. Benn’s two-year battle to 
clear his name saw his suspen-
sion lifted in November.

The 28-year-old took to 
Instagram on Wednesday to 
share photos of himself signing 
a contract with promoter Eddie 
Hearn and Saudi official Turki 
Alalshikh, along with the words: 
“Your Fate has been sealed! @
chriseubankjr”.

Eubank Jr, 35, responded 
by posting the picture on his 
Instagram feed, with the mes-
sage: “@conorbennofficial just 
signed his own death sentence.’’

Benn will reportedly have 

to move up from welterweight 
to fight Eubank Jr, who has a 
professional record of 34 wins 
and three defeats, in what was 
previously billed as a “catch-
weight” fight.

Alalshikh, chairman of Sau-
di Arabia’s general entertain-
ment authority, posted on X: 
“Eubank Jr versus Benn done 
in April, London, by the name of 
(Fatal Fury City of the Wolves). 
Soon I will announce the day 
and the location.” — AFP

Osaka makes 1st Grand 
Slam 3rd since return  
in Melbourne
JAPAN'S Naomi Osaka reached 
the third round of a Grand Slam 
for the first time since giving birth 
in July 2023 as the former world 
No 1 came from behind to defeat 
the Czech Republic’s Karolina 
Muchova 1-6, 6-1, 6-3 Wednesday 
at the Australian Open.

A four-time Grand Slam win-
ner with two of those titles coming 
here, the 51st-ranked Osaka was 
overpowered by her 20th-ranked 
opponent in the first set at Mel-
bourne Park, where she dropped 
the opening five games.

“Honestly it took everything, 
I felt like I left everything I had on 
the court,” Osaka, who made her 

Grand Slam return here last year, 
said after the 1-hour, 57-minute 
battle.

“Last year was really tough 
for me, I felt like I could have 
done better but just to be back 
on these courts and these are-
nas playing in front of you guys, 
it really makes my whole year.”

While Muchova hit 11 win-
ners in the first set to Osaka's 
four, Osaka had a 13-6 edge in 
the second set, turning around 
her service game. She won the 
last five games to take the match 
to the decisive third set, where 
Osaka amassed 16 more winners.

RUSSIAN Prime Minister Mikhail Vladimirovich 
Mishustin and his Vietnamese counterpart Pham 
Minh Chinh witnessed the signing of a mem-

orandum of understanding (MoU) on nuclear 
energy cooperation between enterprises of the 
two countries on Tuesday, according to Vietnam 
News Agency.

The MoU was signed by the Russian State 
Atomic Energy Corporation (Rosatom) and the 
Vietnam Electricity. Receiving Rosatom director- 
general Alexey Likhachev in capital Hanoi on 
Monday, Pham Minh Chinh said his country plans 
to restart its nuclear power project, which has 
been delayed for many years, to meet the growing 
demand for electricity and provide strong support 
for the booming industry, the agency reported.

As part of this vision, Vietnam plans to re-
start its nuclear power project to ensure energy 
security, support national development, and fulfil 
its commitment to achieving net-zero emissions 
by 2050, Pham Minh Chinh said. — Xinhua
