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October rice export earnings from 424,784 tonnes top
among 7 months of this FY with US$189 million

IN October of this financial year
2024-2025, 424,784.27 tonnes of
rice/broken rice were export-
ed for US$189 million, which
was the highest among seven
months, according to the data
released by the Myanmar Rice
Federation.

A total of 60 companies ex-
ported 230,803.27 tonnes of rice
and 193,981 tonnes of broken
rice, totalling 424,784.27 tonnes
in October.

Altogether 424,534.27 tonnes
were exported via maritime
route while 250 tonnes were
sent via border trade. Myanmar
supplied 115,100 tonnes of rice to
Indonesia, 42,082 tonnes to the
Philippines, 39,025 tonnes to Chi-
na, 10,700 tonnes to Niger, 5006

tonnes to Portugal, and 18,890
tonnes to 23 other countries,
during October.

As the export of broken rice
in October, 56,500 tonnes, 44,300
tonnes, 28,349 tonnes, 27,300
tonnes, 10,500 tonnes and 27,032
tonnes were delivered to Bel-
gium, Senegal, China, Indonesia,
Spain and 10 other countries re-
spectively.

In financial year 2024-2025,
from April to October, Myanmar
earned US$ 647 million from the
export of 1,362,630 tonnes of rice
and broken rice — US$55 mil-
lion from 111,862 tonnes in April,

Dried snakehead fish from
Maungmakan Beach sees
surge in Thai orders

DRIED snakehead fish pro-
duced in the Maungmakan
Beach, Dawei, Taninthayi Re-
gion, began to receive many or-
ders from Thailand this month,
according to the market.

Domestic demand for
dried fish is low, while there is
a rising demand from abroad.
Moreover, during this cold sea-
son, dried anchovy fish from
Maungmakan are also available
at a slightly lower price than
last year.

“There are a lot of ship-
ments to Thailand this month.
There are orders for dried
snakehead fish. We mainly
ship it to Thailand. Domestic
demand is weak now. There is
more demand from abroad than
local ones. In the cold season,
local dried Indian Anchovy
is available on Maungmakan
beach. Its price is a little less
than last year,” said a dried
fish retailer and wholesaler in
Maungmakan.

They also receive dried
Indian Anchovy orders from
Yangon and Mawlamyine, and
within the next week, dried Nga
Melone will also be available.

Seawater-dried fish will
be plenty from this season,”
he said.

During October, lotia and
croakers sold well in the dried
fish market, and the former had
a better sale with more con-
sumption.

HE highly consequential
I meeting between Indian
Prime Minister Narendra
Modi and Chinese President Xi
Jinping in Kazan on the side-
lines of the BRICS summit is
opening exciting new opportu-
nities. The ripple effects of this
key interaction between strong
leaders of the two civilizational
states will naturally be felt on
the bilateral terrain. Apart from
promising stability along their
disputed border, the benefits of
the Kazan conversation go far
beyond security. For instance,
the dialogue between the two
tall leaders has opened the door
to a new phase of geo-economic
engagement between New Delhi
and Beijing.

Chinese investments in In-
dia and Indian exports to China
in the services sector, especial-
ly Information Technology and
pharmaceutical and agri-sectors
can be the new template for en-
gagement in the post-Kazan era.
After the 2014 summit between
Prime Minister Modi and Presi-

dent Xi in India, Beijing pledged
a US$20 billion investment pack-
age in India. That included set-
ting up an industrial park for
manufacturing electrical equip-
ment. If everything had gone ac-

cording to plan, this equipment
would have been exported to
China, thus easing the adverse
balance of payments, which In-
dia has chronically faced in its
trade relations with China.

Can Myanmar become a bridge
between India and China?

Following Kazan, if the bi-
lateral economic track takes
off, it can encourage the two,
to consider joint partnerships
in third countries, especially
in the Global South under the
India-China+ formula. In the
future, this formulation could
mutate into a Russia-India-Chi-
na+ idea where the three giants
of the multipolar world can work
together in the Global South.

As the dust settles on the
Modi-Xi talks — an event that
took place after a gap of five
years during which military
tensions soared along the high
mountain ranges of eastern
Ladakh, it is now possible that
both Beijing and New Delhi pick
up the threads and explore pos-
sibilities of joint forays in Myan-

mar — a key nation on the cusp
of South and Southeast Asia.
Why Myanmar?

There are at least four com-
pelling reasons why India needs
to re-engage with Myanmar.
First, Myanmar’s geography
makes it a natural candidate for
a deeper partnership. Myanmar
is India’s gateway to Southeast
Asia — indeed the pivot of New
Delhi’s Act East policy. It pre-
sents a contiguous corridor for
greater connectivity between
Northeast India and ASEAN.
Unsurprisingly, Myanmar is the
fulcrum of the Asian Highway
that will link India with Thai-
land, opening the possibility of a
northern hookup with Danang in
Vietnam. Trade and investments
along the corridor can become

a new engine for creating jobs,
prosperity, and a surge in peo-
ple-to-people connectivity.
Second, Myanmar pos-
sesses a unique geo-strategic
maritime location, along the
Bay of Bengal. India has been
Myanmar’s partner in building
the Sittway Port. An outlet with
huge potential, it is the natural
gateway to channel trade from
India’s northeast axis with the
rest of the world, including
ASEAN. On its part, China has
constructed the deep-sea port
in Kyaukpyu co-located with an
industrial park. This port is of
prime strategic importance as
it lowers China’s trade depend-
ence on the US-dominated Ma-
lacca straits, a key chokepoint
that can be leveraged for the

containment of China.

Third, Myanmar possesses
huge natural resources. These
include significant deposits
of precious and semiprecious
stones, including rubies, sap-
phires, jade, and other gem-
stones. It also has deposits of
silver, lead, zinc, gold, tin, tung-
sten, and barite. Besides, My-
anmar has substantial reserves
of petroleum and natural gas,
apart from huge hydropower po-
tential, which can make it energy
surplus. Myanmar can also be
a major player in guaranteeing
regional food security as its fer-
tile land supports the cultivation
of various crops, including rice,
pulses, and other agricultural

products, complementing ma-
rine resources such as fisheries.
The country’s forests are also
a major source of timber, fuel-
wood, and other forest products.

Finally, as a neighbour of
the two giants of the multipolar
world order, Myanmar is a vital
bridge between India and China,
spurring the demand for a new
regional initiative.

Consequently, as a follow-up
to the Kazan conversation be-
tween Prime Minister Modi and
President Xi, a new China-In-
dia-Myanmar (CIM) economic
corridor can be trilaterally con-
sidered a derivative of the BCIM
plan. More so, such a standalone
project can be kept out of the
BRI framework, as its roots can
be traced to the pre-BRI era.
China has already flagged off
the China-Myanmar Economic
Corridor, which can be reboot-
ed as a new project, with nodes
firmly extending into India.

“We do expect that (it) will
evolve to become a new bench-
mark for quality in the whole
market,” Karolien Casaer-Diez,
an expert with South Pole, a
consultancy that develops emis-
sion-reduction projects to sell
credits.

That could boost standards
across the board, she said, pre-
dicting “close and rapid align-
ment” with the new UN system

from Verra and Gold Standard,
the main private certifiers of car-
bon credits.

Crook said important pro-
visions in the proposals include
ensuring credits are not allocated
to existing carbon stocks — an
unthreatened patch of forest,
for example — and that projects
can show they do actually boost
emission reductions.

But he said ambiguity re-
mains in the wording that could

leave texts open to interpreta-
tion, notably over tricky issues
like estimating CO2 pollution
over long periods of time.

“We know that the world is
not perfect and that accurate risk
assessments are complicated, if
not impossible for many project
types,” he said.

The real test, he added, will
come in putting the proposals
into action.

Islam Khyber said the reports
were “brainless” and “illogical”,
in a voice recording confirmed

He added, however, that
there were exceptions accord-
ing to Islamic law, such as those
described by Hanafi that wom-
en should use hand gestures

Women in Afghanistan are
barred from singing or reciting
poetry aloud in public, accord-
ing to arecent “vice and virtue”
law detailing sweeping codes
of behaviour, including that
women’s voices should be “con-
cealed” along with their bodies
when outside their homes.

Rome’s Trevi Fountain
unvelils tourist catwalk
during cleaning

A suspended walkway provid-
ing tourists an up-close view
of Rome’s Trevi Fountain was
unveiled Saturday, a temporary
addition while the famous “La
Dolce Vita” site undergoes a
cleaning.

The Baroque masterpiece
constructed on the facade of a
palace is one of the most popular
sites in Rome for tourists, who
strain over the crowds to throw
their coins into its water.

While the fountain is being
cleaned to remove limestone de-
posits and grime, however, the
walkway positioned over its basin
will accommodate some 130 peo-
ple at a time to take a closer look.

That will give tourists “an ex-
perience not ruined by excessive
crowding,” said Rome’s mayor,
Roberto Gualtieri.

“We wanted to give every-
body the opportunity to admire
the fountain and to do this from

a unique perspective, because
what you can see from the walk-
way, you will never be able to see
normally,” he said.

French tourist Franck Pe-
tretto, 50, was one of the first
to walk across the passageway,
calling the view “wonderful and
very, very beautiful.”

“Even without the water
flowing inside the fountain, you
can really see that the architec-
ture is serious... and that’s really
very pleasing,” he said.

Micaela di Caterina, 32,
visiting from Argentina, marve-
led at the intricate sculptures
of Oceanus and his sea-horses,
calling the up-close view “incred-
ible.”

Yet, she found walking over
the fountain “kind of weird.” The
renovation, sponsored by Fendi,
includes cleaning limestone de-
posits and restoring the stone-
work. — AFP

World Trade chief uncontested
in seeking second term

NGOZI Okonjo-Iweala, the first
woman and first African to head
the World Trade Organization,
is uncontested in seeking an-
other term, the group’s chair
announced on Saturday.

The 70-year-old direc-
tor-general of the WT'O — whose
first mandate was blocked for
months by US president-elect
Donald Trump during his first
stint in office — announced in
September that she was running
for a second term.

The WTO chair, Norwegian
Ambassador Petter Olberg,

told members that “no further
nominations for the position”
had been received by Friday’s
deadline, leaving Okonjo-Iweala
as “the only candidate for the
role”, according to a statement.

Her current term ends in
August 2025.

Directors-general are cho-
sen by consensus from the entire
166-member WTO.

Okonjo-Iweala, who took
over in March 2021, has hinged
herleadership on breathing new
life into the sclerotic organiza-
tion.

in China-Japan economic re-
lations.

China’s Vice Minister of
Commerce Li Fei said that Chi-
na-Japan trade cooperation is
mutually beneficial, calling for
deepened green cooperation
to contribute to sustainable de-
velopment globally. — Xinhua

Turkish capital seeks to appeal foreign tourists
through historical Hamamonu

ANKARA, the capital city of
Tirkiye, is striving to increase
its tourism appeal with histori-
cal attractions. One of them is
Hamamonu, a vibrant ancient
neighborhood that merges Ot-
toman heritage with modern
charm.

Even though Tiirkiye wel-
comed nearly 50 million inter-
national visitors in 2023, only
700,000 of them ventured to An-
kara, according to official data,

a figure the city is determined
to improve.

While Istanbul often steals
the spotlight as Tirkiye’s most
famous and most visited city,
Ankara is a gem waiting to be
discovered, said Murat Toktas,
vice president of the Turkish
Hoteliers Federation.

“We want to see Ankara
capture a larger role in Tiir-
kiye’s tourism share. This is
possible with historical sites

like Hamamonu”.

Named after the 15th-cen-
tury Karacabey Hamam, or
bathhouse, Hamamonu is one
of the oldest still-functioning
areas in the city and has been
revitalized in recent years, pre-
serving its traditional character
with cobblestone streets, old
houses, and authentic wooden
structures dating back to the
17" and 18" centuries. — Xin-
hua
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Chinese tourist arrivals to Cambodia up
almost 50% in Jan-Sept

Cambodia saw a 50 per cent rise in Chinese tourists,
reaching 607542 during January-September 2024.

CAMBODIA recorded an
almost 50 per cent rise in
the number of Chinese
tourists during the first
nine months of 2024, said
a Cambodian Ministry of
Tourism’s report released
on Sunday.

A total of 607,542 Chi-
nese visitors travelled
to the Southeast Asian
country during the Janu-
ary-September period this
year, up 49.8 per cent from
405,514 over the same pe-
riod last year, the report

said.

The number of Chi-
nese tourists accounted
for 12.65 per cent of the
total 4.8 million interna-
tional tourist arrivals to
Cambodia during the first
nine months of this year,
the report said, adding
that China was the third
biggest source of the for-
eign holidaymakers to the
kingdom after Thailand
and Vietnam.

Cambodian Minis-
ter of Tourism Huot Hak

said the growth of Chinese
tourists is an important
opportunity, not only to
boost the development
of the tourism sector, but
also to create investment
opportunities in other sec-
tors.

India’s coal production rose
33%, exceeding 100 million
tonnes in 2024

INDIAS coal production from captive and commercial

“The coal ministry is optimistic about reaching
a production target of more than 170 million tonnes
from captive and commercial coal blocks in 2024-25,” it
added.

Putin ratified a treaty with North Korea
promising mutual military assistance in

case of attack.

RUSSIAN President Vladimir Putin
has signed legislation to ratify a bilat-
eral treaty with North Korea, which
includes a promise of mutual military
assistance if either country is attacked,
state media reported.

Tass on Saturday reported Putin’s
signing of the law on ratification of the
comprehensive strategic partnership
treaty between Moscow and Pyong-
yang.

Putin signed the deal with North
Korean leader Kim Jong Un during his
visit to North Korea in June this year
and Putin submitted it to the Russian
State Duma for ratification on 15 Oc-

tober. The lower and upper houses of
the Russian parliament had earlier
approved the bill for ratification.

The preamble to the treaty states
that the document meets the funda-
mental interests of the peoples of Rus-
sia and North Korea “and contributes
to ensuring peace, regional and global
security and stability,” Tass reported.

The treaty stipulates that if one of
the parties is subjected to an armed
attack the other will deploy all means
in its possession to provide military
and other assistance, without delay, in
accordance with Article 51 of the UN
Charter. — ANI

Uganda considers Russia’s invitation to join
BRICS as partner

UGANDA has received an invitation from Russia to become a partner
country of BRICS and is currently considering the offer, Ugandan Foreign
Minister Abubaker Jeje Odongo told Sputnik.

We are currently going
through all the necessary procedures to determine whether we will
accept thisinvitation or not,’ Odongo said on the sidelines of the first min-
isterial conference of the Russia-Africa Partnership Forum.

Qatar suspends mediation in Israel-Hamas
talks, citing ‘lack of good faith’: Report

Qatar suspended its mediation role in Israel-Hamas talks, citing frustration.

QATAR has suspended its role as a
mediator in the ongoing negotiations
between Israel and Hamas after con-
cluding that both sides are “no longer
negotiating in good faith”, CNN re-
ported.

Qatar, which has long hosted Ha-
mas’ political office in Doha, has been
a key intermediary, alongside Egypt,
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in facilitating discussions between the
two parties that do not directly engage
with each other.

CNN reported citing a diplomatic
source that Qatar’s decision followed
‘growing frustration’ over both sides’
refusal “to engage constructively” in
peace talks. Despite a brief period of
activity last month, no substantial ne-

gotiations have taken place since the
end of August when six Israeli hostages
were executed by Hamas and discov-
ered in a Gaza tunnel.

Previous ceasefire efforts, medi-
ated by Qatar and Egypt in November,
had seen both sides release hostages
and prisoners, but those negotiations
ultimately faltered. — ANI

US President-elect
Trump forms
committee ahead
of inauguration

US President-elect Donald Trump an-
nounced on Saturday (local time) the for-
mation of an inaugural committee, which
would plan and celebrate his inauguration
on 20 January 2025.

Trump secured a second term in

the White House after winning the US
presidential election on 5 November,
marking a significant comeback follow-
ing his loss to President Joe Biden in the
2020 election.

“President Donald Trump, the 45"
and 47" President of the United States,
today announced the formation of Trump
Vance Inaugural Committee, Inc, a 501(c)
(4) organization that will plan inaugural
events. The work done by this official enti-
ty will be Co-Chaired by longtime friends
and supporters of President Trump, Ste-
ve Witkoff and Senator Kelly Loeffler,”
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Trump said in a statement.

“On Election Night, we made history
and I have the extraordinary honour of
having been elected the 47™ President of
the United States thanks to tens millions
of hardworking Americans across the
nation who supported our America First
