Myanmar plans to export locally-grown dwarf coconuts
MYANMAR is reportedly planning to 
export dwarf coconuts, which are locally 
grown, in addition to distributing them 
in the domestic market, according to the 
coconut market.

“The packaging seals dwarf coconuts 
sold in the stores. The liquid is mixed, 
and they are imported from Thailand. We 
plan to export coconuts to Thailand. We 

learnt that coconut water is produced and 
distributed in the local market,” said Ko 
Aung Thuya, a coconut farmer in Dagon 
Myothit (North) Township.

Dwarf coconuts distributed in the 
local market cost K3,000-K5,000 per piece 
depending on the size, and with more cul-
tivation and distribution in the local mar-
ket, the price can drop to K3,000 a piece, 

coconut shops said, adding they have 
started supplying the Yangon market.

“There are difficulties in producing 
finished products. I heard they will be 
exported to the other side as it is. Or they 
will produce finished products with tech-
nical assistance. It is a bit expensive on 
the other side. They bear fruits in three to 
five years. If it is over five years, it yields 

about eight pieces,” he explained.
Cultivating an acre of dwarf coconuts 

can earn K600,000 a month and over K8 
million a year, and it is grown mainly for 
liquids. If they are grown with five metres 
(over 16 feet) spacing, a total of 160 plants 
can be cultivated in one acre. A bunch of 
coconuts bears 5 to 20 pieces, and a plant 
yields 18 bunches a year. — Thit Taw/ZN

AS there are some delays in making payments for 
the Certificate of Identity (CI), Myanmar migrant 
workers in Thailand would like to see a facilitated 
process for it.

Due to such delays, only a few workers have 
come to get CI booklets.

“It has been one month, and we can’t make 
payments for CI. So, there are fewer comers. 
Those who make payments have to wait at 7Ele-
van for days. Previously, we could pay anytime, so 

employers and employees were convenient. My 
friend had to go to the CI office in Samut Prakan. 
He was convenient on the way as there was no 
inspection. But he has been waiting for one month 
to make payment,” said a Myanmar migrant.

Therefore, the workers want to restore the 
previous system of allowing payments at any time.

“We want the previous system back. Now, 
the workers are so much affected. Say, although 
one is near Samut Prakan, he can’t pay here and 
has to go to another place, so it is not convenient. 
Employers and employees should be allowed to 
make CI books freely,” he added. 

Five CI stations are located in Samut Khun, 
Samut Prakan, Chonburi, Patong Division, and 
Surat Division, and three mobile unit camps are 
stationed in Chiang Mai, Nakhon Sawan Mobile, 
and Songkhla from 23 February to 31 October. 

The Myanmar Embassy and Labour At-
tached Office (Bangkok) have advised the workers 
in a statement in February to go in person for the 
service and not to carry it out with brokers, which 
may cost more. — MT/ZN

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MYANMAR is expected to meet 
a trade target of $16.7 billion 
in exports and $16.3 billion in 
imports for the 2024-2025 finan-
cial year. 

Myanmar aimed to achieve 
a foreign trade balance of $16.5 
billion in exports and $16 billion 
in imports in the 2023-2024 FY.

The country’s GDP (gross 
domestic product) is expected 
to grow by 3.8 per cent. Agricul-
ture is expected to contribute 
2.5 per cent to Myanmar’s GDP 
growth, 0.8 per cent is likely to 
come from the livestock sector, 
9.9 per cent from the forest sec-
tor, 9.8 per cent from minerals 

and 4.2 per cent from the indus-
try, 6.3 per cent from electricity, 
3.9 per cent from construction, 
6.6 per cent from transport, 7.3 
per cent from telecommunica-
tions, 2.7 per cent from finance, 
6.3 from other services and 3.8 
from trade sector respective-
ly.  Meanwhile, the energy sec-
tor is expected to decline by 
6.5 per cent, according to the 
2024-2025 Financial Year’s Na-
tional Plan.

IT is harvesting time for fish 
farms, and the price of baby 
Rohu has risen in the fish hatch-
ery market.

Most fish farmers prefer 
that Rohu continue to breed 
after their fish farms are har-
vested. Therefore, Rohu fry 
sales have climbed.

“Rohu fries sell well this 
summer. Most fish farmers 
enjoy breeding Rohu. Some 
fish farm owners harvest fish 
in summer, and some harvest 
them in the monsoon season. 
There are some who put fries 
during the summer and some 
put them during the monsoon 
season. The price of fish fry is 
not as good in summer as in the 
monsoon season. In summer, 

most fish ponds are harvest-
ed, and fries are put again to 
breed,” said an official from the 
Aung Htet Kyaw fish hatchery 
in Kayan township.

In Myanmar, fish farms 
mainly breed Rohu, Pomfret, 
Pangas catfish, white Mrigal 
Carp, Grass carp and Tilapia. In 
the retail market, Rohu is priced 
between K9,000 and K10,000 a 
viss and between K7,000 and 
K8,000. Rohu weighs 50 ticals 
in some retail shops.

A total of 70,000 visses of 
Rohu were exported to the 
Yangon market from Bogale 
township, Ayeyawady Region, 
in December 2023, according 
to the Bogale fishery market.

Co Ltd, located at Mawlamyine Indus-
trial Zone 1, purchases fresh soft areca 
nuts and processes them in roasting 
machines. A baking oven has a capacity 
of roasting eight tonnes. Roasting fresh 
areca nuts takes about four to five days. 
Roasting 80 tonnes of fresh areca nuts 
can produce 20 tonnes of dried ones. 

Due to the lack of value addition, 
they are kept in cold storage for exports.

Areca palm is one of the leading 
agricultural businesses in Myanmar. 
Only ripe areca nuts were earlier traded. 
Soft areca nuts are now being sold well.

The prices of dried areca nuts and 
soft and unripe areca nuts are the same. 
After peeling the outer shell, a viss (1.6 
kilogrammes) includes 220 dried areca 
nuts. Yet, 62 soft shell areca fruits weigh 
a viss. Thus, soft and unripe areca nut 
trade can reap a profit three times high-
er than that of dried ones. The growers, 

therefore, eye the soft areca nut market 
rather than ripe harvest.

The soft areca nut can be harvested 
when it weighs 20-30 grammes and is 
one inch in size. Conical-shaped nuts, 
rather than round ones, are mostly trad-
ed. After baking the soft areca nuts with 

heat, they are exported to China. 
Areca palm thrives well in moist 

soil, yet overwatering and soaking it 
wet is bad for them. They are commonly 
found in the Ayeyawady and Bago re-
gions, Mon, Taninthayi, Kayin, Kachin 
and Rakhine states. — NN/EM

Mon State’s dried areca nut penetrating 
Chinese market

THE wholesale reference rate of 
palm oil for the Yangon market 
remained unchanged at K5,250 
per viss for the week ending 7 
April, like those of the past two 
weeks from 18 to 31 March, ac-
cording to the Supervisory Com-
mittee on edible oil import and 
distribution.

The Supervisory Commit-
tee on Edible Oil Import and 
Distribution under the Ministry 
of Commerce has been close-
ly observing the FOB prices in 
Malaysia and Indonesia, add-
ing transport costs, tariffs and 
banking services to decide the 
wholesale market reference rate 
for edible oil on a weekly basis.

However, the market price is 
higher than the reference price.

To control overcharging, the 
Consumer Affairs Department 

under the Ministry of Commerce 
informed the consumers of lodg-
ing the complaints for overcharg-

ing through the call centre’s 
hotline in late August. The De-
partment urged consumers not 

to buy palm oil at high prices. 
The Department is making con-
certed efforts to steer the high 

volatility in palm oil prices in 
the retail market and offer fairer 
prices to consumers in coordina-
tion with the Myanmar Edible 
Oil Dealers Association and oil 
importing companies.

The complaints for over-
charging can be lodged over Hot 
Line: 1535 of the Call Centre of 
the Consumers Affairs Depart-
ment or sent to the Facebook 
Page of the Department and the 
region and state departments 
concerned.

The domestic consumption 
of palm oil is estimated at one 
million tonnes per year. The local 
palm oil production is just about 
400,000 tonnes. About 700,000 
tonnes of palm oil are yearly 
imported through Malaysia and 
Indonesia to meet domestic de-
mands. — NN/EM

YANGON Region Tourism Committee 
granted licences for four hotels and one 
hotel construction permit at the meeting

At the meeting 2/2023, the commit-
tee also granted licences for six hotels, 
one hotel construction permit, one motel 
licence and one motel construction per-
mit, having 474 rooms, with an estimated 
capital of over K23 billion and creating 
189 jobs. The committee issued six hotel 
licences and one motel construction per-
mit having 217 rooms at the last meeting 
1/2023, with an estimated capital of over 
K10 billion, creating 120 jobs for locals.

What comes next only hap-
pens when you act on intuition 
when the voice inside says to 
stop and do things differently. 
Instead of having Andrew point 
to the “thank you” symbol on 
his picture chart, I hold up his 
letter board.

For ten years, Andrew has 
used a picture chart to commu-
nicate. ‘The images represent 
important and common words: 
people, places, food, greetings, 
and activities.

Years ago, we discovered 
that Andrew could communi-
cate more than just his basic 
needs via a letter board: an al-
phabet grid with letters he can 
point to and spell out words, 
statements, and thoughts. It’s a 
simple but profound tool affixed 
to the back of his picture chart.

Using the letter board 
requires significant time and 
effort for Andrew, but it gives 
him an opportunity to share 
far more of who he is than he 
can convey through pictures 
and basic words. So, instead of 
dashing out, I hold up the letter 
board and ask Andrew how he’d 
like to respond.

‘The store clerks are qui-
et, watching. Andrew points to 
each letter, one by one: “Thank 
you.” I smile and turn to leave.

One of the clerks, a man 
about my age, speaks up: “Um, 
can I ask you ... what is that? 
How does he ... what are you 
using there? Because I have a 

brother-in-law ... and he doesn’t 
talk.”

“Oh! This is an alphabet 
board that Andrew uses to com-
municate,” I reply. “We’ve prac-
tised it for years. It’s quite in-
credible, as we just didn’t know 
Andrew was so ‘in there.’ We 
didn’t even know this tool exist-
ed — it’s relatively uncommon. 
It’s changed everything for us, 
for our family, for Andrew.”

This is what happens when 
we invite others into our hu-
manness and allow them to 
share theirs.

“Let me give you my con-
tact info, as well as the website 
of the spelling-to-communicate 
organization,” I continue.

I ask the clerk about his 
brother-in-law. He tells us that 
Jason is 30 and doesn’t speak, 
but he can do a lot for himself. 
Still, no one really knows him. 
Maybe there’s more, the clerk 
wonders.

“Amazing!” I say. “We’ve 
met people — haven’t we, An-
drew? — who started using this 
method when they were 50 or 
5 or 15! Andrew, what do you 
think?”

Andrew starts pointing to 
letters: “Tell Jason ...”

I choke up. Sometimes, I 
forget how powerful the letter 
board is. How powerful Andrew 
is.

“Tell Jason he will change 
everyone’s opinion of him in 26 
letters.”

We are all moved, inspired, 
and thrilled.

“Wow,” the clerk says. 
“Thank you.”

Andrew smiles.
“It really does change 

everything,” I say.
And we leave.
I am floating, and Andrew 

is singing as he does.
This is how it happens, how 

we impact another person’s life 
in a split second: by vulnerably 
leading with our own.

Maybe Jason and the 
store clerk are reading this. I 
hope their whole family’s life 
is changed because Andrew 
showed up on his 15th birthday 
to buy a pair of shoes.

ON 30 March, authorities seized 
0.813 tonne of illegal teak valued 
at K92,500 in Ingapu township. 
This enforcement was conduct-
ed under the Forest Law.

On 31 March, combined 
teams overseen by the Manda-
lay Region Illegal Trade Eradi-
cation Special Task Force con-
fiscated a Nissan fuel bowser

Additionally, on 1 April, an 
unregistered Kenbo 125 mo-
torbike valued at K250,000 was 
seized in Taze township. The 
action was carried out under the 
Export and Import Law.

The Illegal Trade Eradi-
cation Steering Committee re-
ported that eight arrests were 
made over three consecutive 
days from 30 March to 1 April, 
with an estimated value of K68.9 
million.

Tan Tan, oldest panda in 
Japan, dies after postponed 
return to China

TAN Tan, the oldest giant panda 
in Japan, has died at age 28 at 
a Kobe zoo after her planned 
return to China was delayed for 
medical treatment several years 
ago, the zoo in the western city 
said Monday.

The panda, whose age was 
equivalent to being in her 80s in 
human years, came to Oji Zoo 
from China in 2000 for breeding 
purposes.

She had been scheduled to 
be sent back to her home coun-
try in July 2020 upon the end of 
her lease agreement, but it was 
delayed due to the coronavirus 
pandemic.

In 2021, the zoo said Tan 
Tan was being given medicine 
due to apparent age-related 
cardiac disease. She remained 
in Japan following discussions 
between the zoo and Chinese of-
ficials, taking into consideration 
the need of medical treatment 
and the risks of transporting the 
aged animal.

The zoo had refrained from 
showcasing Tan Tan to the gen-
eral public since spring 2022 due 
to her health condition. Since 
the fall of last year, she had been 
less active and sleeping longer.

Jakarta-Bandung high-speed train becomes Indonesians’ 
new favourite transport during Eid homecoming exodus	
ZAHRA Zalfa Farida, a 26-year-
old employee in Jakarta, will 
have her sixth experience taking 
a trip with the Jakarta-Bandung 
high-speed train, locally called 
Whoosh, back to her hometown 
in West Java province.

Since the Jakarta-Band-
ung high-speed train was first 
launched in Indonesia in Octo-
ber 2023, Farida took the train 
almost every month to return 
home.

The train has now become 
her favourite mode of transport. 
The train has made her life eas-
ier, not only because the Halim 
station is located near her apart-
ment, but also because the train 
itself can get her to Bandung 
faster, only 40 minutes, com-
pared to the two-hour shuttle 
bus she used to take.

“The high-speed train 
makes everything more efficient 
for me, from the location to the 
time. The train is also comfort-

able, very clean and has no dis-
turbing noises. It is really worth 
the price,” Farida told Xinhua 
on Sunday.

Farida will take the train for 
her exodus trip to Bandung on 8 
April to celebrate Eid al-Fitr day 
with her family which is expect-
ed to fall on 10 April. She booked 
the ticket a couple of weeks ago.

Meanwhile, for Aditya Per-
dana Putra, a 20-year-old uni-
versity student in Bandung, next 
week will be his second time ex-
periencing the high-speed train 
to return to his hometown in 
Bekasi, a city in West Java prov-
ince, bordering Jakarta.

“I tried it once, and it is very 
comfortable and time-efficient. 
That is why I prefer to take 
it to return home for the Eid 
celebration. I think I will keep 
taking this train every time I 
go to Bandung and return to 
Bekasi,” Putra told Xinhua over 
the phone. — Xinhua

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Cambodia’s famed Angkor records 47% rise in int’l tourists in Q1
CAMBODIA’S famed Angkor 
Archaeological Park received 
347,534 foreign visitors in the first 
quarter (Q1) of 2024, up 47 per 
cent from 236,341 over the same 
period last year, said a news re-
lease on Monday.

The ancient park earned 
16.5 million US dollars in rev-
enue from ticket sales during 
the January-March period this 
year, also up 48 per cent from 
11.1 million dollars over the same 
period last year, said the news 
release from the state-owned 
Angkor Enterprise. Situated in 
northwest Siem Reap province, 
the 401-square-kilometre Angkor 
Archaeological Park is home to 
91 ancient temples, which had 
been built from the ninth to the 
13th centuries.

The park, inscribed on the 
World Heritage List of the Unit-
ed Nations Educational, Scien-

tific and Cultural Organization 
(UNESCO) in 1992, is the most 
popular tourist destination in the 
Southeast Asian country.

The Ministry of Tourism’s 
Secretary of State and Spokes-
person Top Sopheak is confi-
dent that the Chinese-invested 
Siem Reap Angkor International 
Airport, which officially began 
commercial operations last No-
vember, would help attract more 
international travellers to the An-
gkor park.

“This international airport 
is playing a crucial role in help-
ing boost the country’s tourism, 
economy, trade, investment,” he 
told Xinhua. 

With a 3,600-metre-long run-
way, the 4E-level international 
airport is currently the kingdom’s 
largest airport and also the main 
international gateway to the An-
gkor park. — Xinhua

Croatian mayor welcomes Chinese 
tourists for Easter eggs exhibition
MISEL Jaksic, mayor of Ko-
privnica in northern Croatia, 
voiced his welcome to Chinese 
tourists as the annual tradition-
al outdoor Easter eggs exhibi-
tion is underway in the city.

Although Croatia is per-
haps best known for its Med-
iterranean tourism, “we are 
convinced that the continental 
part of Croatia also offers in-
credible experiences,” Jaksic 
said in a recent interview with 
Xinhua.

According to the mayor, the 
Easter eggs combine tradition 

and a public space available to 
all visitors, curious people and 
lovers of naive painting, and the 
painters use special painting 
techniques that were developed 
precisely in small rural areas in 
the houses of workers, farmers, 
and artists of the region.

Moreover, the motifs on 
the Easter eggs depict the 
landscape and rural life of the 
region, as it once was and as it 
can still be found in its hidden 
corners, hills and agricultural 
plains, Jaksic said.

On 14 March, the Tourist 

Board of Koprivnica-Krizevci 
County unveiled its annual exhi-
bition of large decorated Easter 
eggs on the city’s centre square, 
and the Easter eggs, 2.05-metre 
high and 1.5-metre wide each, 
are believed to be the largest 
in Croatia.

The Easter eggs from Ko-
privnica, while having enjoyed 
the status of Intangible Cro-
atian Cultural Heritage, have 
been gifted to other cities in-
cluding Munich, Rome, New 
York, Prague, and Vienna. —

S Korea’s export grows for 
6th month in March
SOUTH Korea’s export grew 
for the sixth consecutive month 
in March due to strong global 
demand for locally-made tech 
products, government data 
showed Monday.

Export, which accounts for 
about half of the export-driven 
economy, gained 3.1 per cent 
from a year earlier to 56.56 bil-
lion US dollars in March, ac-
cording to the Ministry of Trade, 
Industry and Energy.

The outbound shipment 
kept an upward trend since Oc-
tober last year. The daily aver-
age export climbed 9.9 per cent 
to 2.51 billion dollars last month.

Import dipped 12.3 per cent 
over the year to 52.28 billion 
dollars in March, sending trade 
surplus to 4.28 billion dollars. 
Trade balance stayed in black 
for the 10th successive month 
since June last year.

Of the country’s 15 major 
export items, seven products 
saw an expansion in outbound 
shipment.

Semiconductor shipment 
jumped 35.7 per cent over the 
year to 11.67 billion dollars in 
March, maintaining an upward 
momentum for the fifth straight 

month.
It marked the largest in 21 

months since June 2022 on high-
er price for NAND flash mem-
ory chips and solid demand for 
mobile and server chips.

Display panel export ad-
vanced 16.2 per cent to 1.42 bil-
lion dollars last month on the 
back of higher demand for flat 
screens used for cars and the 
launch of new smartphones and 
OLED TVs.

Mobile phone export in-
creased 5.5 per cent to 1.12 bil-
lion dollars, registering the first 
rebound in four months, while 
computer shipment soared 24.5 
per cent to 890 million dollars 
on higher price for solid state 
drive (SSD).

Oil products shipment add-
ed 3.1 per cent to 4.63 billion 
dollars owing to strong product 
demand, but petrochemical ex-
port shrank 2.2 per cent to 4.03 
billion dollars on lower product 
prices.

Automotive export retreat-
ed 5.0 per cent to 6.17 billion 
dollars due to less working 
days, continuing to slide for 
the second successive month.

Japan big makers’ sentiment worsens for 1st time in 
4 quarters: BOJ
BUSINESS confidence 
among major Japanese 
manufacturers worsened 
for the first time in four 
quarters, falling to 11 
in March from 13 three 
months earlier, after a 
sharp drop in the auto sec-
tor caused by production 
cuts, the Bank of Japan’s 
Tankan survey showed 
Monday.

But large nonmanu-
facturers, including the 
service sector, benefited 
from a revival of inbound 
tourism and the passing of 
higher costs on to consum-
ers. The index improved 
for the eighth straight 
quarter to hit its highest 
level since 1991, rising to 

34 from 32 in the previous 
survey in December.

The Tankan index rep-
resents the percentage of 

companies reporting fa-
vourable conditions minus 
the percentage reporting 
unfavourable ones.

The closely-watched 
survey comes after the 
BOJ in March went ahead 
with its first interest rate 

hike since 2007, ending its 
unorthodox monetary eas-
ing steps aimed at bringing 
an end to deflation, which 
in turn has weakened the 
yen. Economists say the 
outcome was broadly in 
line with market expec-
tations and is unlikely to 
impact the BOJ’s policy 
outlook, though the yen 
coming under renewed 
selling pressure is adding 
a layer of uncertainty.

The average mar-
ket forecast was nine in 
a Kyodo News survey for 
the reading of the key in-
dex measuring confidence 
among companies such as 
those in the auto and elec-
tronics sectors. — Kyodo

New Zealand 
breeds “super 
snapper” 
to boost 
aquaculture 
industry

THE New Zealand 
government looks to 
grow and future-proof 
the country’s aquacul-
ture industry through 
breeding “super” 
snappers that are 
more resistant to dis-
ease, grow faster, and 
can thrive in warmer 
water.

The super snap-
per could help drive 
m o r e  e c o n o m i c 
growth through aq-
uaculture, New Zea-
land’s Oceans and 
Fisheries Minister 
Shane Jones said on 
Sunday.

“The potential 
here goes far beyond 
growing a better and 
more resilient breed of 
fish,” Jones said, add-
ing climate change is 
affecting the condition 
of the oceans and this 
project is a practical 
response by a key in-
dustry to that change. 
In the wild, snapper 
can take many years 
to grow to catch size. 
The ability to grow 
them faster, getting 
them from farm to 
plate in a shorter 
time, could open up 
a new export market 
and reduce pressure 
on wild snapper stock, 
the minister said. — 
Xinhua
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Delivery driver overtime cap introduced as worker shortage worsens
AN overtime limit of around 18 
hours per week for drivers of 
trucks, taxis and buses took ef-
fect on Monday, as Japan looks 
to improve standard work con-
ditions in an industry struggling 
with an acute labour shortage.

While the move seeks to ad-
dress the widespread practice of 
driver overwork, the change has 
raised concerns about a drop in 
transport delivery capacity. The 
logistics shortfall, brought about 
by the new overtime restriction, 
is known in the industry as the 
“2024 problem”.

Restricting the number of 
hours drivers can work may lead 
to customers experiencing poor-

er service and longer delivery 
times.

Japan is already facing a 
shortage of drivers due to an 
aging workforce, poor wages in 
the industry and difficult working 
hours, while demand for package 
delivery is increasing.

The overtime cap will also 
cover doctors and those working 
in the construction industry, as 
well as in the sugar industries 
in Kagoshima and Okinawa pre-
fectures.

Under the law on workstyle 
reform, implemented in 2019, 
overtime for doctors and drivers 
will be capped at 960 hours per 
year, while emergency medical 

workers can do up to 1,860 over-
time hours per year. 

Those working in the con-

struction sector will be capped to 
an annual 360 hours, or 720 hours 
in special cases, while the upper 

overtime limit for workers in the 
sugar industry is under 100 hours 
per month.

The government has said the 
nation’s delivery capacity will be 
14 per cent lower after the chang-
es are implemented.

According to credit research 
agency Tokyo Shoko Research, 39 
per cent of firms in the logistics 
and construction industries said 
they would have to reevaluate de-
livery times under the new rules.

Meanwhile, the Japan Medi-
cal Association found that 30 per 
cent of hospitals and medical 
facilities surveyed would find it 
more challenging to maintain 24-
hour care. — Kyodo

Türkiye’s opposition takes 
election lead in key cities
TÜRKIYE’S main opposition, 
the Republican People’s Party 
(CHP), led in local elections in 
key cities, including the coun-
try’s largest city Istanbul and 
the capital Ankara, on Sunday, 
with over 51 per cent of the 
votes, local NTV broadcaster 
reported, citing initial results.

Turkish Supreme Election 
Council Chairman Ahmet Yener 
said 51.2 per cent of the total 
votes were counted and the vote 
count is still ongoing.

After 79 per cent of bal-
lot boxes in Istanbul opened, 
the incumbent mayor Ekrem 
Imamoglu representing the 
CHP garnered 50.53 per cent 
of the votes, while Murat Ku-

rum, the candidate of the ruling 
Justice and Development Party 
(AKP), got 40.72 per cent.

The CHP is also poised to 
retain its control of the capi-
tal Ankara as well, as the in-
cumbent mayor Mansur Yavas 
from the CHP has kept his post, 
with 58.98 per cent of the votes, 
against the AKP candidate Tur-
gut Altinok, who got 32.9 per 
cent.

Turkish President Recep 
Tayyip Erdogan’s ruling party 
lost control of both cities in the 
last local elections in 2019. In 
May last year, Erdogan was ree-
lected as president and his alli-
ance secured a majority of seats 
in the parliament. — Xinhua

ADB grants loan to boost health 
services in Laos

THE Asian Development 
Bank (ADB) has approved a 
financing package of US$24.9 
million to help improve access 
to quality health services in 
the border provinces in Laos, 
the multilateral lender said 
on Monday.

The project will upgrade 
the facilities, equipment, and 
human resources in Cham-
pasak, Savannakhet, and 
Phongsali provincial hospitals 

and two district hospitals in 
Phongsali, the ADB said in a 
press release.

According to the ADB, 
the strengthened regional 
cooperation and integration 
in the Greater Mekong Sub-
region have facilitated mi-
gration and driven economic 
growth. However, population 
movement has also generat-
ed unique health challenges, 
most evident in border areas.

The project will enable 
Lao health authorities to 
better respond to the health 
needs of migrant workers and 
border area populations, the 
ADB added.

The project will also roll 
out an electronic medical re-
cord to strengthen continuity 
of care between border area 
hospitals and health facilities 
in other regions of the country. 
— Xinhua

IRAN’S President Ebrahim 
Raisi on Sunday held a phone 
conversation with his Turk-
ish counterpart Recep Tayyip 
Erdogan, calling for practical 
measures to enhance bilater-
al ties and address the Gaza 
crisis.

During their talks, Raisi 
said it was necessary for the 
two sides to further strength-
en political, economic and cul-
tural relations, according to a 
statement published on the 
website of the Iranian Pres-
ident’s Office.

He also expressed Iran’s 
willingness to enhance bilat-

eral cooperation with Türkiye 
in the energy sector, hoping 
that Tehran-Ankara coopera-
tion would help safeguard the 
interests of both nations and 
promote unity and solidarity 
in the Muslim world.

As regards the Israel-Ha-
mas conflict in Gaza, Raisi 
said that Israel violated inter-
national law by continuing its 
military operations in Gaza, 
despite a United Nations Se-
curity Council resolution call-
ing for an immediate ceasefire 
in the coastal enclave during 
the Muslim holy month of 
Ramadan.

The Iranian president 
called for greater synergy, 
cooperation and unity among 
Muslim countries within the 
frameworks of the Organiza-
tion of Islamic Cooperation 
as well as other regional and 
international organizations to 
help Gazans and send human-
itarian aid to the Strip.

For his part, the Turkish 
president reaffirmed his gov-
ernment’s commitment to fol-
lowing up on and implement-
ing the agreements signed 
between the two sides during 
the Raisi’s visit to Ankara in 
late January. — Xinhua

The Japanese southpaw’s record 
now stands at eight wins and one loss, 
with five wins by knockout, while Je-

rusalem improved to 22-3 with 12 KOs.

completed his second title defence with 
a body-shot knockout of Amparo (14-6, 
3 KOs), who stepped in at short notice 
after countryman ArAr Andales pulled 
out of the bout for medical reasons.

The younger Shigeoka ended the 
contest at 1:15 in the second with a 
left to the sixth-ranked challenger’s 
midsection.

“I didn’t expect a body-shot knock-
out,” he said. “I’m relieved. I could 
sense how dangerous he was as an 
opponent.”

Fighting on the same card, Tomoki 
Kameda (41-4, 23 KOs), the last of the 
three Kameda brothers still active in 
the ring, won his non-title fight against 
Mexican Kevin Villanueva (22-5, 15 
KOs), whose corner threw in the towel 
between the fifth and sixth rounds. —

Israel prepares attack on Rafah as 
truce talks resume in Egypt	
ISRAELI Prime Minister Benjamin 
Netanyahu announced on Sunday 
that Israel's military was preparing 
to launch an attack on Rafah, as truce 
negotiations resumed in Egypt.

Rafah, Gaza's southernmost city, 
has become a refuge for over one mil-
lion displaced Palestinians seeking 
shelter from bombardments. United 
Nations experts and several countries 
have warned that any ground operation 
in the city would lead to catastrophic 
consequences for civilians.

In a press conference, Netanyahu 
said that following his approval of the 
military's plan for a ground attack in 
Rafah earlier in March, the army is now 
preparing to evacuate the population 
before attacking the city.

"It will take time, but it will be 
done," he said. "We will get into Ra-
fah and kill Hamas battalions there. 
There is no victory without entering 
Rafah and eliminating Hamas battal-
ions there."

In northern Gaza, where the UN 
said famine was imminent, Israeli forc-
es continued the raid on the Al-Shifa 
Hospital, the enclave's largest medical 
centre before the conflict. According to 
Netanyahu, at least 200 militants have 
been killed in the medical complex. Ac-
cording to the Hamas-run Health Min-
istry, dozens of people were killed at 
the hospital, where about 3,000 patients 
and refugees were seeking shelter.

In the afternoon, an Israeli dele-

gation of security officials departed for 
a new round of talks with negotiators 
in Cairo.

Meanwhile, Israel has continued 
to carry out heavy strikes in the Pales-
tinian enclave. The military said that 
its warplanes targeted an operational 
Islamic Jihad command centre and 
militants in the courtyard of the Al-Aq-
sa Hospital in the central Gaza Strip. 
The statement did not mention the 
names of the militants.

The Hamas-run media office in 
Gaza said in a statement that the air-
strikes hit a tent housing journalists 
and displaced people within the hos-

pital compound. Palestinian medical 
sources said the attack killed four peo-
ple and injured 17 others with varying 
injuries, including two journalists.

Over the past day, Israeli attacks 
killed at least 77 Palestinians and 
wounded 108 others, the Health Min-
istry in Gaza said in a press statement. 
Overall, at least 32,782 Palestinians 
have been killed and 75,298 wounded 
since Israel launched its retaliatory 
attack against Hamas on 7 October 
2023. The Israeli death toll from Ha-
mas's surprise attack stands at 1,139, 
with about 100 still held hostage in 
Gaza. — Xinhua

Palestinian new govt 
sworn in	
THE Palestinian new government headed 
by Prime Minister Mohammad Mustafa 
was sworn in here in the West Bank on 
Sunday.

The new government consists of 23 
ministerial portfolios, including at least six 
ministers from the Gaza Strip. Mustafa will 
also take over the position of foreign minis-
ter from veteran diplomat Riyad Al-Maliki. 
During the swearing-in ceremony in front 
of Palestinian President Mahmoud Abbas, 
Mustafa pledged that his new government 
would serve all Palestinians, stressing the 
government's political references are the 
Palestine Liberation Organization and its 

political programme and international 
commitments, as mandated by the letter 
of assignment outlined by Abbas.

At a meeting with the new govern-
ment after the ceremony, Abbas reaf-
firmed that work is underway in coordi-
nation with Arab and international parties 
to stop the conflict in Gaza. "Our political 
goal is to achieve freedom, independence 
and liberation from the (Israeli) occupa-
tion, and we are working with concerned 
Arab and international parties to obtain 
full membership in the United Nations," 
said the president, according to the official 
news agency WAFA. — Xinhua

Bangladesh 
mulls to suspend 
services of 
Facebook, 
YouTube: minister

A Bangladeshi minister on Sunday 
said that the country would tempo-
rarily suspend services Facebook 
and YouTube if they don't obey gov-
ernment instructions to control "dis-
information".

The country's Liberation War Af-
fairs Minister and Chairman of Cab-
inet Committee on Law and Order 
AKM Mozammel Haque told media 
after a meeting of the committee, the 
national news agency Bangladesh 
Sangbad Sangstha (BSS) reported.

Highlighting the decisions of the 
meeting, he said that the social media 
platforms are not sincere about the 
government's recommendations on 
various issues. As their head offices 
are not in Bangladesh, it has become 
difficult for the government to check 
rumours and control cybercrimes in 
the platforms, he added. The minister 
said the platforms will be informed 
about their noncompliance and then, 
if they don't comply, the government 
might resort to advertising in the 
newspaper mentioning their noncom-
pliance before taking any action. He 
said the public notices will be served 
to the media giants so that they can't 
complain about curbing their rights 
and thus, the government won't be 
held responsible. — Xinhua
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
