Ministry of Industry to 
lease land for MSMEs at 
reduced rates

The Ministry of Industry will 
grant public land at reduced 
land lease rates for micro, 

small and medium-sized enterprises 
(MSMEs) across the country.

The ministry is coordinating with 
regional MSME agencies and Indus-

trial Zone Supervisory Committees to 
lease lands at reduced rates for the 
MSMEs engaged in manufacturing, 
service, sales and other industries.

Additionally, plans are underway to 
develop industrial zones inside and out-
side of the industrial complex. A cen-

tral committee, regional committees 
and executive committees are formed 
under the Industrial Zone Law, and 
new industrial zones will be developed 
systematically. Upgrading industrial 
zones, organizing industries located in 
different wards, townships and districts 
and integrating them into the industrial 
zones will lead to the sustainable de-
velopment of the zones, with a view to 
creating jobs for locals and stimulating 
the State’s economic growth.

There are currently 28 established 
industrial zones, five industrial estates, 
and two ongoing industrial projects in 
the country. These facilities support a 
total of 7,972 MSMEs, employing over 
500,000 locals. — ASH/KK

The Lweje border trade post: A hub for 
export and import trade activities on the 
Myanmar-China border.

THE border trade value between My-
anmar and China hit US$416.867 million 
in the past two months of the current 
financial year 2024-2025 beginning 1 
April, which declined from $640.43 
million recorded in the correspond-
ing period last year, the Ministry of 
Commerce’s statistics showed. The 
figures reflected a significant decrease 
of $223.564 million this FY compared to 
that of the year-ago period. 

Myanmar conducts cross-border 
trade with neighbouring China via 
Muse, Lweje, Chinshwehaw, Kampai-
ti, and Kengtung. The Muse border 
registered the highest trade figure 
of $215.668 million. The trade values 
stood at $92.796 million via Kampaiti, 
$1.214 million via Lweje and $107.189 
million via Kengtung. Myanmar has 
been carrying out border trade with the 
four neighbouring countries – China, 
Thailand, Bangladesh and India. Ex-
port items are agricultural produce, 
livestock products, fisheries products, 
minerals, forest products, manufactur-
ing goods and other goods. Myanmar 
imports capital goods, intermediate 
goods, manufacturing goods and raw 
materials for CMP enterprises. — NN/

will safeguard and enhance 
populations of significant tree 
species like Sal, Myanmar Iron-
wood, Indian laurel, gum-kino, 
Tamalan, Beechwood, Dahat 
teak, Salicaceae, and Eugenia. 
It will also protect endangered 

species such as Shortridge’s 
langur and diverse wildlife, in-
cluding muntjacs, sambar deer, 
wild boar, rhesus monkey, jun-
gle cat, red jungle fowl, peacock, 
various birds, and other fauna. 
Additionally, it will ensure that 
the water resources are sus-
tainable and crucial for monks, 
missionaries, urban dwellers, 
and villagers alike. — MNA/

trol and Medical Training Centre 
was organized in Nay Pyi Taw 
yesterday.

The event was attended 
by State Administration Coun-
cil Secretary Lt-Gen Aung Lin 
Dwe, on behalf of the Chairman 
of the State Administration 
Council Prime Minister, SAC 
members, Union ministers, the 
Nay Pyi Taw Council chairman, 
deputy ministers, departmental 
officials, rectors and professors, 
central-level medical superin-
tendents, medical experts, the 
Chinese ambassador to My-
anmar, officials of China CDC, 
representatives of ASEAN coun-
tries and invitees. 

Speaking at the event, the 
SAC Secretary, on behalf of the 
Chairman of the State Adminis-
tration Council Prime Minister, 
said the government adds “to 
elevate the health and sports 
sectors crucial for all the people, 
thus improving the nation’s life 
expectancy and health in social 
affairs objectives and is now im-
plementing that objective. Pub-
lic healthcare services offered 
by the Ministry of Health should 
be performed by qualified health 
workers who meet international 
standards. 

The world countries faced 
natural disasters and pandem-
ics, and Myanmar also encoun-
tered the COVID-19 pandemic 
that started in December 2019 
and Cyclone Mocha in May 2023. 

He also highlighted the 
need to prepare for zoonotic 
diseases, including new dis-
eases and existing diseases, to 
enhance the capacity of health 
workers to conduct preventive 
measures and responses and to 
apply modern techniques. 

He continued that the Cen-
tres for Disease Control and 
Prevention (CDC) were estab-
lished in the world countries. 
In Myanmar, the Chinese gov-
ernment assisted in establish-
ing the centre for conducting 
international-standard disease 
control, research and human re-
sources development activities 
as a symbol of bilateral relations. 
The Myanmar National Centre 
for Disease Control and Medical 

Training Centre project was un-
dertaken using 330 million yuan 
in Nay Pyi Taw. The establish-
ment of the Myanmar CDC 
Centre can upgrade the health 
standard of the country, keep-
ing abreast with other countries 
and implementing international 
health regulations and global 
health security more effectively. 

He then talked about the 
benefits of the China-aided 
CDC and medical training cen-
tre, including the application of 
GIS and GPS as central public 
health emergency response unit 
based on that CDC and medical 
training centre, research on food 
security, nutrition, occupational 
and environmental health and 
development activities. 

He continued that the My-
anmar CDC is accompanied by 
a medical training centre so 
that qualified human resourc-
es can be produced. Officials 
of the Ministry of Health made 
observation trips to the Jiangsu 
Provincial Centre for Disease 
Control and Prevention to be 
able to establish Myanmar CDC 
and medical training centre that 
includes biosafety level 1, 2 and 
3 laboratories, international 
standard laboratories, disease 
prevention and control systems, 
and a facility that can accommo-
date about 200 trainees, while 
another one training hall that 
can accommodate 200 trainees, 
one training hall that has capac-
ity for 100 trainees and four halls 

for 50 trainees each. 
Moreover, 35 lab experts 

were also sent to Jiangsu CDC 
for six months for theoretical 
and practical sessions. The prac-
tical sessions will also be made 
with the Chinese experts after 
opening this centre. The centre 
will showcase historical records 
of Myanmar’s health sector for 
the health workers, people and 
students so as to know historical 
evidence. 

Then, he expressed grat-
itude to the Chinese govern-
ment and its people, officials 
of the China Communications 
Construction Company – Third 
Harbour Engineering Co Ltd, 
experts of Jiangsu CDC and of-
ficials of the Ministry of Health 
for their support and assistance 
in establishing Myanmar CDC 
and medical training centre on 
behalf of the government and 
the people. 

Chinese Ambassador Mr 
Chen Hai then clarified the My-
anmar CDC and Medical Train-
ing Centre and played a video 
clip of the centre.

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ACCORDING to the Yangon Re-
gion Electricity Transmission 
and Control Department, 75 per 
cent of the project to build a sub-
station with a 500 kV system has 
been completed in Hlinethaya 
Township.

ACCORDING to the dengue 
fever prevention coordination 
meeting of the Public Health 
Department under the Yangon

were 377 dengue cases and one

The rice exports reached 183,141.5 
tonnes in the past two months of the 
current financial year 2024-2025.

The federation aims to achieve 2.5 
million tonnes of rice exports in the 
2024-2025 financial year (April-March), 
bagging one million US dollars.

The Ministry of Commerce has 

been cooperating with departments 
and institutions concerned to achieve 
export targets and beyond depending 
on the supply volume of rice, broken 
rice, pulses, corn, rubber and fisheries 
from the respective companies. 

Ministry of Commerce is working 
together with the Union of Myanmar 
Federation of Chambers of Commerce 
and Industry, Myanmar Rice Federa-
tion,  Myanmar Pulses, Beans, Maize 
and Sesame Seeds Merchants Asso-
ciation, Myanmar Garment Manufac-
turers Association, Myanmar Indus-
tries Association, Myanmar Rubber 
Planters and Producers Association, 
Myanmar Fisheries Products Proces-
sors and Exporters Association to meet 
monthly export targets and facilitate 

exports. 
The federation aims to achieve 2.5 

million tonnes of rice export in the FY 
2023-2024, generating earnings of one 
billion dollars. However, rice exports 
fell short of the target with 1.6 million 
tonnes worth $845 million.

The Central Bank of Myanmar’s 
monetary policy to control export 
earnings impeded rice exports, hurt-
ing exporters financially.

SCHOOLS throughout the coun-
try have reopened for the  new 
academic year. And the ‘inaugu-

ral’ new Matric (Grade XII) results have 
been issued on 11 June 2024.

‘The Compulsory Burmese Prose 
Text’) ပင်ရင်းစကားပြေလက်ရွေးစင် (here-
after ပင်ရင်း or old Matric text) was one 
of the two main texts that were used for 
Matriculation students from the aca-
demic year 1968-69 to 1985-86. The other 
text is အထက်တန်း ကဗျာလက်ရွေးစင် (‘Se-
lected Poems for High School Texts)’ 
used during the same academic years.

I have also read the  မြန်မာစာ 
(ဒွါဒသမ တန်း), which the Grade XII 
students who sat for the Matriculation 
exams in March 2024 and current Grade 
XII students have had to study. This 
article narrates a few of my thoughts 
about these two textbooks, which were 
taught to Matriculation students up to 
55 years apart. 

Glimpses of old Matric Text ပင်ရင်း 
and brief juxtapositions with cur-
rent Grade XII Matric  Myanmar 
Sar Text 

There are 61 (mainly essays) that 
are reproduced in this old Matric text. 
Not all of these essays are taught to the 
9th and 10th standard students of those 
yesteryears. Some of the essays are 
excerpts from books and magazines; 
some are full-fledged, relatively short 
essays from magazines, mainly pub-
lished from the 1920s to about the 1960s. 
The sixty-one essays were written by 
about 45 different writers- all of whom 
had passed away by now. When this text 
ceased to be a မြန်မာစာ Myanmar text 
starting from the 1986-87 high school 
academic year, the writers whose essays 
were reproduced in this text  Sayas 
Maung Htin, Zawgyi, Min Thu Wun, Tin 
Moe, Aung Thin were still alive, but alas 
they are no more now. 

It is my strong opinion that this text, 
eclectic as it is (in Burmese ကောင်းနုိးရာ
ရာ), is better than the Matric text that 
preceded it viz ဦးပုည ဝတ္ုထ လေးပုဒ် (‘Four 
Novels of U Ponnya’) which perhaps was 
the main textbook from the early 1960s 
to the academic year 1967-68. It is also 
better than the subsequent Myanmar 
Sar texts from 1986-87 for the next 20 
years or so where -again - U Ponnya’s  
ရေသည်ပြဇာတ် (‘Water Seller’ Play) was 
in the text.

Yours truly has heard that some-
time in the late 1980s, the then para-
mount leader U Ne Win (6 July 1910-5 
December 2002) laid down his ‘neces-
sary guidelines’ or rather imprimatur 
that only the literary outputs of those 
authors who have been dead for at least 
20 years should be included in the Mat-
ric Myanmar Sar texts.  Thankfully, this 
anomalous situation is no longer the 
case nowadays. In the current Grade 

XII Myanmar Sar text, there are seven 
(!) essays both in the literary genre and 
linguistics genre written by Maung Khin 
Min (Danubyu) (born 24 January 1940)  
and one poem by Tekkatho Taw  Thar 
(U Aung Thaung) (born 5 October 1941). 
There is an essay by the late Min Yu 
Way (26 September 1928-29 July 2021), 
who passed away perhaps just a year 
or so before the Grade XII Myanmar 
Sar text was published. The poem by 
the late Bhamo Nyo Nwe (27 December 
1922-12 November 2009) is also included 
in the Grade XII text. (The poem လက်

ဘက်ရည်ကြမးဝုိင်း - ‘Group Discussion 
while drinking tea’ is also in the selected 
poems ကဗျာလက်ရွေးစင် over 50 years 
earlier).

Most of the essays in Pinn Yin can 
be considered as falling within the field 
of literature. There are no essays which 
specifically discuss linguistics and lan-
guage issues. This is in contrast to the 
current Grade XII Myanmar Sar text, 
where 43 pages (out of 125)  are  lan-
guage and linguistic lessons. 

In the general knowledge category 
(သုတ), there are 18 essays.  For space 
reasons, I will mention only one here, 
probably written in the late 1930s to 
early 1940s, which is  အုိင်စတုိင်း၏တရား 

(‘Einstein’s doctrine’) by Deedok U Ba 
Cho (24 April 1893-19 July 1947). The 
article provides elementary, inchoate 
knowledge of modern physics vis-à-vis 
Einstein’s Relativity theory. 

In the category of  သုတ-ရသ (knowl-
edge-aesthetics), the brief narration in 
the form of a short story cum essay is 
ဆေးဆရာ (‘Medicine Man) by Maung 
Htin (21 March 1909-29 January 2006).  
ဆေးဆရာ is, to me the most enigmatic 
in the text when I re-read it a few years 
ago. 

Under the category of ရသ (Esthet-
ics),  there are quite a few remarkable 
essays. 

ပုဂံစျေး (‘Pagan Market’) by Saya 
Zawgyi (12 April 1907-26 September 
1990) is a philosophical piece written 
in mellifluous prose. This short story 
is, in the complimentary sense, written 
enigmatically, but notwithstanding such 
an enigma, it is an inspiring literary 
product.  Perhaps it is one of the very 
few essays- maybe the only one-  in this 
matric text that has been translated 
into English. The translation apparently 
was made soon after it appeared in 
the vernacular in the late 1930s.  From 
my recall, the translation was probably 
done by G H Luce (20 January 1889-3 
May 1979). 

အမေ (Mother) by Thein Pe Myint 
(10 July 1914-15 January 1978) is anoth-
er esthetic presentation of note in this 
Matric text. 

The essays Pi Teit (‘Joy’) by the late 
Min Shin, ချ ိူ တကူး နှင့် ဂုဏ်ရည်မတူ (‘Cho 
Ta Gu and the movie Goan Yi Ma Tu’) 
by Aung Thin (17 April 1927-25 October 
2014) and သင်္ချ ိုင်းကုန်းမှာ (‘At the ceme-
tery’) by Tin Moe (19 November 1933-22 
January 2007) are also affecting pieces 
that were reproduced in this Matric text 
of yore. None of them made their way 
into the Grade XII current Matric text.

Glimpses of  current Grade XII My-
anmar Sar  Text juxtaposing with 
ပင်ရင်းစကားပြေလက်ရွေးစင်

The current Myanmar Sar text 
has three main parts. The first part 
is အပြောသင်ခန်းစာ (‘Lesson on Spoken 
Burmese language’). The second part 

is အဖတ် အရွတ် သင်ခန်းစာ (‘Lessons on 
reading and recitation’), and the third 
part is about အရေးသင်ခန်းစာ (‘Lesson 
on Writing’). 

The first and second parts can be 
considered as mainly linguistic or lan-
guage-based. There is, one can pre-
sume, a direct translation of an article 
from a website (the link is stated) on the 
topic of the low and high pitch in speak-
ing (အသံနိမ့်မြင့် သဘောတရား).  There 
were no linguistic lessons in the old 
Matric Myanmar Sar text of 55 years 
to 38 years ago, which, as stated above, 
is mainly literature-oriented. 

I will focus on the second part of 
the current Grade XII Myanmar text 
(pages 23  to 124), which constitutes the 
bulk of the text. 

There are seven essays and one 
short story under the sub-genre ‘Se-
lected Myanmar Prose’. The earliest 
prose piece is from the Pagan era, which 
was over 750 years ago and is from a 
stone inscription (perhaps rewritten 
in contemporary prose for easier un-
derstanding).  The most recent piece is 
by the late psychologist Dr Kyaw Sein. 
The literary pieces spanned the works 
of eight different writers from Pagan, 
Inwa, and the colonial and post-colonial 
eras.  Likewise, eight poems composed 
by eight different personages from the  
Toungoo, Nyaungyan, Konbaung, colo-
nial and independence eras are repro-
duced with a glossary of terms at the 
end of each lesson. 

One notable feature in the prose 
and poetry selection in the Grade XII 
current text is brief biographical infor-
mation provided about the eight writ-
ers and eight poets. This addendum 
is missing in the prose text in the old 
Matric text  ပင်ရင်း. 

Another feature which was miss-
ing in the old text but is present in 
Grade XII text is the genre of drama. 
A single play is included in the text. 
And guess what? It is the play  ရေသည်
ပြဇာတ် (‘Water Seller Play’) by Salay 
U Ponnya (1807/1816?-1867). Since the 
early 1960s and over the past sixty years, 
the drama of the ‘Water Seller’   may 
well have been taught for much more 
than one generation of matriculation 

students for about 50 years! (The main 
exception being the academic years 
1968-69 to 1985-86 no play was taught 
in the Myanmar Sar text). 

It is good that in Part I of the Grade 
XII text, methods for effective speaking 
in Burmese and other language-related 
issues are discussed. This may count 
towards evaluation in school-held ex-
ams (ကျောင်းစစ် စာမေးပဲွ), but how would 
it work for the government-sponsored 
common exams for the whole country 
(အစုိးရစစ် စာမေးပဲွ)? Perhaps since the 
bulk of the Grade XII text is on what can 
be considered as the literature ‘genre’, 
the bulk of the exam questions would 
be on the literature category.  Only a 
select few of the 61 prose pieces in the 
Matric text of 38 to 55  years ago had to 
be studied by the then students. Current 
Grade XII students may have to study 
the whole prose selection: 7 essays, one 
short story and eight poems,  in addition 
to the language and linguistic lessons. 

Comments  on the essay questions 
for the Myanmar Sar  Matric Exams

In the 1950s, 1960s, 1970s, and 1980s, 
in the Compulsory Burmese Matric-
ulation papers, the (unseen)  essay 
(စာစီစာကံုး) constitutes 25 per cent of 
the marks for the exam.  There are three 
topics, and candidates have to choose 
one of the topics and write about it. And 
there are no prompts as to what to write 
in the essays. Starting from at least 
ten or maybe 15 or so years ago, the 
Matric Myanmar Sar exam questions 
have only one or two (unseen) essay 
topic(s) (which constitute 10 per cent 
of the examination marks), and there 
are prompts! Is this an (unfortunate?) 
reversal of the trend for several decades 
of not giving prompts or outlines for Bur-
mese language  Matric essay papers? 

Apparently, providing outlines 
and requiring the students to adhere 
to them is to obviate students cramming 
by heart several essay topics if their 
crammed topics come up in the exams, 
viola! They would regurgitate what they 
have crammed. By providing outlines, 
the authorities apparently hope, stu-
dents cannot willy-nilly reproduce what 
they have learned ‘by heart’ but have to 

follow the prompts. If they do not do so 
or do so clumsily, then the examiners 
may notice that these candidates have 
‘crammed’ their essay topics. This may 
or may not be a good solution to this 
problem, but it can be said that per-
haps in essays in the English papers, 
many students, including quite a few 
students who obtained distinctions in 
the subject, also regurgitate what they 
have learned by heart. From 1974 to 
1986, there were prompts in the English 
language papers for essay topics, such 
as ‘Why I like dogs better than cats’ with 
prompts (1974 Matric English exam 
essay topic). Should there be an essay 
question in Burmese on the same topic 
with prompts? If the candidates like 
dogs better than cats, they still have 
to ‘toe the line’ and write that they like 
cats better than dogs! 

Apparently, since 1987, no prompts 
or outlines have been provided for the 
Matric English essay questions. I raise 
these points to ponder, though I realise 
that ‘cramming;’ by heart for exams 
mainly but not only for the language 
papers is – to revert to the French 
language – a problematique of some 
intricacy.

Suggestions for research on My-
anmar Sar texts past and present 

In my article on English language 
texts in the GNLM, I suggested that a 

Master’s thesis can be written about 
the contents, pedagogy, teaching aims, 
methodologies, and teaching outcomes 
of various English texts, say, starting 
from about 1965 to current times. One 
hopes that this article provides some 
rudimentary information and ‘prompts’ 
for such an undertaking of the Matric 
Myanmar Sar texts of the past fifty years 
or so.

Myanmar CDC, China CDC sign MoU 
for enhanced health cooperation
THE signing ceremony for 
the Memorandum of Under-
standing (MoU) between the 
Myanmar Centre for Disease 
Control and Prevention (CDC) 
and the China Centre for Dis-
ease Control and Prevention 
(CDC) took place at the Myan-
mar CDC Centre and Training 
School in Dekkhinathiri Town-
ship, Nay Pyi Taw, yesterday 
afternoon.

During the ceremony, 

Dr Myint Myint Than, Di-
rector-General of the Public 
Health Department repre-
senting Myanmar CDC, and 
Prof Li Qun, Deputy Direc-
tor-General of China CDC, 
signed the MoU. This agree-
ment outlines cooperation be-
tween Myanmar and China 
in various fields, including 
infectious disease control 
and prevention such as TB, 
HIV, dengue fever, and other 

communicable diseases. Ad-
ditionally, it covers non-com-
municable disease prevention 
and treatment like diabetes 
and hypertension, enhancing 
laboratory capabilities, devel-
oping healthcare profession-
als, arranging study tours for 
health personnel, conducting 
joint research, and facilitat-
ing rapid responses to public 
health emergencies.

The MoU signing cere-
mony was also attended by 
Deputy Minister for Health Dr 
Aye Tun, Mr Ouyang Daobing, 
the commercial attaché of the 
Chinese Embassy in Yangon, 
along with officials from Myan-
mar CDC, China CDC, Yunnan 
Disease Control and Preven-
tion Administration, and the 
National Institute of Parasite 
Disease (China CDC).

Following the ceremony, it 
was reported that the 8th My-
anmar-China Bilateral Work-
shop on Infectious Diseases 
and Malaria Control proceed-
ed as planned. — MNA/TKO

First ceremony 
honouring elderly Deva 
experts held in Myanmar

FOR the first time in Myanmar, 
a ceremony to pay respect to 
elderly Deva experts was held 
in Yangon, according to the or-
ganizers.

It was held with many par-
ticipants at the Sein Yaung Gyi 
monastery between Thamaing 
Myothit station and Gyogone sta-
tion in Insein Township, Yangon, 
at 9 am on 12 June, with large 
participants, and similar events 
will be held in the future.

“As most of the elderly Deva 
experts are not in good health, 
we thought only 50 to 60 out of 
80 would attend the ceremony. In 
fact, more than 70 experts were 
able to attend it. Only about 10 
of them could not join due to 
health problems. There were 
about 180 people in the audience. 
Our objective is that as these 
experts get older, they cannot 
work as usual, and the support 
they receive will also be reduced. 
Some young experts are will-
ing to support their teachers, 

but some aren’t. So, this event 
will lend a hand where needed,” 
said a Deva expert among the 
organizers.

The ceremony offered 
K150,000 to each of the elderly 
experts, and the organizers will 
deposit a surplus donation of K6 
million in a bank for such events 
in the coming years.

“We have a surplus dona-
tion of over K6 million. We have 
formed a committee today. It cost 
a total of over K13 million. The 
surplus will be deposited in the 
bank. And the committee will 
hold this puja every year after 
hiring a hall,” he said.

Deva experts are spirit me-
diums who communicate with 
spirits (Nat). Since they used to 
work with a Myanmar traditional 
orchestra, they were classified 
under the dramatic arts and 
elderly spirit experts received 
obeisance along with other peo-
ple from various dramatic arts.

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THE government has been ex-
erting concerted efforts to repat-
riate Myanmar nationals facing 
hardships in foreign countries, 
so it brought a Myanmar woman 
called Ma Thet Thet Lin back to 
Myanmar after the Myanmar 
Consulate-General in Dubai ne-
gotiated with the officials con-
cerned from the UAE Ministry of 
Interior, relevant police force and 
Ministry of Human Resources 
and Emiratization. 

Ma Thet Thet Lin departed 
from Dubai at 2 pm local time 
on 12 January and arrived at 
Yangon at 10:15 pm Myanmar 
Standard Time.

The government ensures 
consular protection for Myan-
mar citizens abroad who are 
encountering adversities and 
arranges to bring them home 
safe and sound by connecting 
with the Myanmar embassy and 
consulate in the respective coun-
tries and the relevant embassies.

   Ma Thet Thet Lin, a do-

mestic worker in Abu Dhabi, the 
UAE, suffered extreme health 
conditions and wanted to go back 
home. She informed her recruit-
ment agency in Myanmar, yet 
her employer wanted her to pay 
back 23,000 Dirham (US$6,500) 
that they gave to the agency to 
hire her, including the cost of 
processing her passport, flight 
ticket, travel, and food. 

The Myanmar agent ignored 
her case. The Myanmar Consu-
late-General negotiated with the 
UAE Ministry of Foreign Affairs 
and provided her with an air tick-
et (K3.3 million). 

 Ma Thet Thet Lin explained 
how she decided to work over-
seas and faced hardships. 

“I am from Latpan village, 
Pathein Township in Ayeyawady 
Region. I happened to work in 
Dubai in June 2023 with the help 
of a friend of mine, and when I 
was working in a private hospital 
in Myanmar, I couldn’t cover my 
living costs.” She had a good re-

lationship with the homeowner. 
Nonetheless, sleep deprivation 
from only 2.5 hours of sleep af-
fected her physical and mental 
health to keep working. She had 
permission to use her mobile 
phone once every two weeks. 
She talked about her condition 
to her family, in which they asked 
for help from an anti-human traf-
ficking task force. 

“I’m so grateful to the Myan-
mar Consulate-General in Dubai 
for bringing me back home. I 
encountered difficulties due to 
cultural shock, food culture and 
language barriers. I want those 
who want to work abroad to re-
consider. Myanmar families and 
relatives should also ask for in-
formation about what is going on. 
They must enquire about things 

before working abroad, not just 
for making money. I want to ex-
press my genuine thanks to all 
the government personnel and 
staff for helping me to return 
home, especially the government 
and officials from the Myanmar 
Consulate General,” she appre-
ciated. 

“Myanmar Consulate-Gen-
eral is helping repatriate Myan-
mar nationals facing hardships 
in the UAE. Myanmar recruit-
ment agencies are found to have 
no responsibility to resolve con-
flicts between employers and 
employees. Instead, they even 
seized the workers’ passports, 
and some brokers transferred 
workers to new employers by 
violating labour rights.’’ 

Workers and their parents 
and relatives showed apprecia-
tion for the efforts of the Myan-
mar embassy and government 
officials in repatriating citizens 
facing difficulties abroad. — Nye-

On 11 June, the on-duty 
teams managed by the Bago 
Illegal Trade Eradication 
Task Force seized 5.922 tonne 
of illegal teak, 0.390 tonne of 
illegal hardwood, and 7.128 
tonnes of unlawful timber 
valued at K4.196 million in 
Bago and Toungoo districts. 
This action was taken under 
the Forest Law. 

On the same day, com-
bined teams confiscated 0.422 
tonne of illegal teak worth 
K150,000 in Ingapu Township, 
and two vehicles (estimated 
value K80 million) carrying 
nine types of goods worth 
K18.47 million, including 240 
Uniqlo men’s trousers with-
out official documents, at the 
exit checkpoint of Yangon In-

ternational Airport. Addition-
ally, a Mitsubishi Fuso truck 
(worth approximately K32 
million) heading to Yangon 
from Mongpyin was seized 
at the Ywathagyi Dry Port for 
carrying 4,500 kilogrammes 
of chainsaw blades not de-
clared in the Import Decla-
ration (ID). The action was 
taken under Customs pro-
cedures and the Forest Law.

During inspections on 12 
June, combined teams im-
pounded three unregistered 
vehicles (estimated value K18 
million) and five unregistered 
motorbikes (estimated val-
ue K2 million) in Myitkyina 
Township, an unregistered 
Honda Fit (worth approxi-
mately K15 million) in Dekkh-
inathiri Township, and illegal 
teak weighing 12.457 tonnes 
and illegal timber weigh-
ing 33.709 tonnes valued at 
K8.338 million in Lewe Town-

ship. The action was taken 
under the Export and Import 
Law and the Forest Law.

On the same day, com-
bined teams seized 9,550 viss-
es of garlic from China valued 
at K46.814 million without 
official documents at the Ya-
danabon Bridge checkpoint 
in Sagaing Township and a 
Toyota light truck (estimated 
value of K18 million) carrying 
1,260 gallons of illegal crude 
oil and a Kawa engine val-
ued at K4.51 million near the 
Thayet-Aunglan River Bridge 
in Thayet Township. The ac-
tion was conducted under the 
Export and Import Law and 
the Petroleum and Petroleum 
Products Law.

Therefore, 17 arrests (es-
timated value K262 million) 
were made on 11 and 12 June, 
according to the committee.

IN Rakhine State, where the AA 
started fighting, 5,253 students 
passed the matriculation exam-
ination, and 22 of them passed 
with six distinctions, according 
to sources close to the Rakhine 
State government.

Among the successful stu-
dents, 1,379 are from Sittway, 20 
from Ponnagyun, 22 from Pauk-
taw, 49 from Rathedaung, 14 from 
MraukU, seven from Kyauktaw, 
seven from Minbya, 196 from 
Myebon, 241 from Maungtaw, 

331 from Buthidaung, 697 from 
Kyaukpyu, 66 from Yanbye, 555 
from Thandwe, 202 from Gwa, 
710 from Taungup, 308 from 
Manaung, 377 from An, and 72 
from special programme (Sit-
tway), making a total of 5,253.

The Rakhine State Gov-

5,253 Rakhine students 
pass matric exam despite 
challenges
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China’s trade promotion body strongly opposes 
EU’s plan to impose additional EV duties
CHINA’S trade promotion body 
has expressed strong opposition 
to the plan of the European Union 
(EU) to add duties on imports of 
Chinese electric vehicles (EVs), 
describing it as “notably unfair” 
and “typical double standards”.

The European Commission 
(EC) on Wednesday proposed 
the provisional additional tar-
iffs ranging from 17.4 to 38.1 per 
cent in its preliminary ruling on 
anti-subsidy probe into Chinese 
EVs.

A spokesperson with the 
China Council for the Promo-
tion of International Trade said 
Thursday the EC persisted in 
imposing the tariffs in disregard 
of the fact that the European 
EV industry actually came to no 
harm, did not ask for any investi-
gation, and has even repeatedly 
voiced objections.

The investigation blatantly 
violated rules of the World Trade 
Organization (WTO) as its unfair 

procedure prevented the partici-
pation of Chinese carmakers, the 
spokesperson said, adding that 
Chinese industries and business-
es would defend their legal rights 
under WTO regulations.

The spokesperson accused 
the EU of having double stand-
ards as it has provided substan-
tial subsidies to its own EV and 
battery industries.

Moreover, China’s EV indus-
try, deeply integrated into the 
global supply chain, has contrib-
uted significantly to the world’s 
EV development, carbon emis-
sion reduction and green devel-
opment through international 
cooperation and technological 
innovation, the spokesperson 
said.

The EC’s abuse of WTO 
trade remedy rules undermined 
market principles and disrupted 
global supply chain stability and 
security, the spokesperson said.

IEA sees ‘major’ oil supply surplus 
emerging by 2030
THE world is likely to have a 
“major surplus” of oil by 2030 
as production is ramped up 
while the clean energy tran-
sition tempers demand, the 
International Energy Agency 
said in an annual report pub-
lished Wednesday.

Global demand is expect-
ed to “level off” at 106 million 
barrels per day (bpd) towards 
the end of this decade while 

overall supply capacity could 
reach 114 million bpd — re-
sulting in a “staggering” sur-
plus of eight million bpd that 
oil markets should prepare for, 
the IEA said.

The forecast comes days 
after the OPEC+ group of ma-
jor crude producers signalled 
they would start to unwind 
output cuts this autumn, im-
plemented in a bid to support 

prices against fears of weak-
ening worldwide demand.

In its report, the IEA not-
ed that fast-developing Asian 
countries like China along 
with the aviation and petro-
chemical sectors would still 
drive oil demand, which stood 
at 102 million bpd in 2023.

But the shift towards elec-
tric cars along with fuel effi-
ciency gains for conventional 
vehicles, and declining use of 
oil by Middle Eastern coun-
tries for electricity production, 
would help limit the overall 
demand increase to around 
two per cent by 2030.

At the same time, oil pro-
duction capacity appears set 
to surge, led by the United 
States and other countries 
in the Americas, leading to 
the forecast of an eight-mil-
lion-barrel surplus — a lev-
el reached only during the 
Covid-19 lockdowns of 2020.

UK economy stagnates heading into general 
election

BRITAIN’S economy stagnated in April after emerging from reces-
sion in the first quarter of the year, official data showed Wednesday 
ahead of the country’s general election next month.

The zero growth in April followed an expansion of 0.4 per cent 
in March, according to the Office for National Statistics.

Britain votes on 4 July in an election widely expected to be 
won by the main opposition Labour party, a victory that would 
end 14 years of rule by the Conservatives, currently led by Prime 
Minister Rishi Sunak.

“The stagnation in GDP in April doesn’t mean the economic 
recovery has been extinguished, but it’s hardly great news for the 
prime minister three weeks ahead of the election,” noted Paul Dales, 
chief UK economist at Capital Economics research group. — AFP

Kenya to present budget with new tax hikes
KENYA’S finance minister is due to present Thursday the East 
African economic powerhouse’s biggest ever budget, alongside a 
contentious finance bill that contains a raft of new or increased taxes.

President William Ruto’s government has drawn up a four-tril-
lion-shilling ($31.1-billion) budget for 2024/25, up from 3.75 trillion 
shillings it approved last June for the current fiscal year.

Parliament has already approved the proposed spending plan, 
but the separate finance bill aimed at filling the coffers of the cash-
strapped government could lead to an acrimonious session. — AFP

Thailand’s consumer confidence 
reaches 7-month low in May

THAILAND’S consumer 
confidence index dropped 
for the third straight 
month in May, reaching 
the lowest level in seven 
months, due to concerns 
over political uncertainty 
and a sluggish economic 
recovery, a survey showed 
on Thursday.

According to the sur-
vey of 2,245 respondents 
conducted by the Univer-
sity of the Thai Chamber 
of Commerce, the index 
fell to 60.5 last month from 
62.1 in April as all com-
ponents of the index de-
creased.

The downward trend 
stemmed from a plunge in 
political sentiment among 
consumers, who were less 
optimistic about the cur-
rent and future political 
climate owing to politically 

sensitive court cases, said 
the university’s President 
Thanavath Phonvichai.

Several pending 
cases, including one that 
seeks to remove Prime 
Minister Srettha Thavisin 

from office over his cab-
inet appointment, could 
potentially lead to political 
uncertainty, Thanavath 
told a news conference.

However, the acceler-
ation of the government’s 

budget disbursement and 
the implementation of 
stimulus measures could 
restore consumer opti-
mism in the second half 
of the year, he noted.  —  
Xinhua

Musk says Tesla 
shareholders voting for 
his pay package by ‘wide 
margins’

TESLA CEO Elon Musk 
said late Wednesday 
that the electric vehicle 
company’s shareholders 
were voting to approve 
his multibillion-dollar 
pay package by “wide 
margins” before the ballot 
had been concluded.

The firm has cam-
paigned to convince 
shareholders to approve 
Musk’s giant compen-
sation package — worth 
as much as $56 billion — 
ahead of Tesla’s annual 

shareholder meeting, 
which is slated for Thurs-
day afternoon. “Both Tes-
la shareholder resolutions 
are currently passing by 
wide margins!” Musk 
wrote on his social media 
platform X, referring to 
the resolutions to approve 
his pay package as well 
as a plan to shift Tesla’s 
place of incorporation 
from Delaware to Texas.

“Thanks for your sup-
port!!” the billionaire busi-
nessman added. — AFP

Japan Post to raise postage rates from  
1 Oct amid fewer deliveries
JAPAN Post Co on Thurs-
day said it will raise the 
price of a standard-size 
letter stamp to 110 yen 
($0.7) from 84 yen starting 1 
October, among other post-
age rate hikes, to improve 
profitability amid declining 
letter usage replaced by 

email and messaging apps.
It will mark Japan’s 

first postal rate hike for let-
ters in 30 years, excluding 
adjustments related to con-
sumption tax increases.

While mail deliveries 
have decreased signifi-
cantly since their peak in 

2001, Japan Post, an arm 
of Japan Post Holdings 
Co, needs to secure funds 
to cover rising labour, fuel 
and other costs, it said in a 
press release.

The price hike to 110 
yen will apply to stand-
ard-size letters weighing 

25 grammes or less. For 
letters weighing over 25 
grammes to 50 grammes, 
the price will also increase 
to 110 yen from the current 
94 yen, while the cost for 
a standard postcard will 
rise to 85 yen from 63 yen.

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Brazil’s Lula defends oil exploration 
near Amazon River
Lula emphasized the importance of legality and en-
vironmental respect but affirmed the government’s 
commitment to seizing opportunities for national 
development.

BRAZIL’S President Luiz Inacio Lula da 
Silva said Wednesday that a controver-
sial offshore oil exploration plan near 
the mouth of the Amazon River was a 
key opportunity for the country’s growth.

“We want everything to be legal, re-

specting the environment. But we are not 
going to let any opportunity to promote 
the growth of this country pass us by,” 
Lula said in Rio de Janeiro to investors 
from Saudi Arabia — one of the world’s 
leading oil producers.

Plans to explore for oil in an offshore 
basin near the mouth of the Amazon 
River have angered environmentalists 
and divided the Lula administration.

His own environment minister, 
Marina Silva, is openly opposed to the 
plan, and the IBAMA environmental 
protection agency denied the oil giant 
Petrobras an exploration licence in May 
last year.

However, newly-appointed Petro-
bras boss Magda Chambriard stated last 
month that she wanted to “accelerate” oil 
exploration, including in the controver-
sial area near the mouth of the Amazon 
River, known as the Equatorial Margin. 

Environmentalists highlight the con-
tradiction in Lula’s defense of fossil fuel 
exploration while he positions himself 
as a leading figure in the fight against 
global warming. Under his leadership, 
deforestation in the Amazon rainforest 
halved last year compared to 2022.

Brazil will host the UN climate con-
ference COP30 next year in Belem, a city 
in northern Brazil seen as the gateway 
to the Amazon. —AFP

Earliest-ever heatwave in Greece 
closes Athens Acropolis
The heatwave, anticipated to be the earliest on record, prompt-
ed school closures and health warnings across the country.

THE Athens Acropolis, 
Greece’s most visited tourist 
site, was closed to the public 
during the hottest hours of 
Wednesday as the season’s 
earliest-ever heatwave swept 
the country, prompting school 
closures and health warn-

ings.
The UNESCO-listed ar-

chaeological site closed from 
midday to 5:00 pm (0900 to 
1400 GMT), with tempera-
tures topping 43 degrees Cel-
sius (109 degrees Fahrenheit) 
in central Greece.

Temperatures of up to 44 
degrees Celsius are expected 
on Thursday as the phenom-
enon peaks, with up to 43 de-
grees forecast in the capital.

Meteorologists have noted 
this is the earliest heatwave 
— which for Greece is temper-
atures exceeding 38 degrees 
Celsius for at least three days 
— on record.

“This heatwave will go 
down in history,” meteorolo-
gist Panos Giannopoulos said 
on state TV ERT.

“In the 20th century we 
never had a heatwave before 
19 June. We have had several 
in the 21st century, but none 
before 15 June,” he said.

The climate crisis and 
civil protection ministry has 
warned of a very high risk 
of fires in the Attica region 
around Athens. — AFP

India to re-conduct medical entrance 
exam over scam
 THE Supreme Court of India on Thursday directed the National 
Testing Agency (NTA) to re-conduct the medical entrance exam-
ination (undergraduate) for as many as 1,563 students on doubts 
about a “scam”.
THE re-examination would be conducted on 23 June, and the 
result would be declared within a week.

More than 2.3 million students had appeared for the medical 
entrance examination (undergraduate), or the National Eligibili-
ty-cum-Entrance Test (NEET-UG), held on 5 May. The direction 
came after a petition was filed before the apex court alleging 
irregularities in the way “grace marks” were given to a section of 
students. —Xinhua

Italy tops European Athletics Championships tally with 24 medals
HOST Italy won the men's 4x100m relay, 
the last race at the European Athletics 
Championships, here on Thursday, topping 
the tally with 24 medals.

The five-day championships in Rome's 
Stadio Olimpico, the last major European 
athletics competition before the start of 
the Paris Olympics next month, marked 

50 years since the last time Rome hosted 
the prestigious event.

The Italian team claimed the 4x100m 
relay title in 37.82 seconds, only 0.32 sec-
onds slower than its winning time at the To-
kyo Olympics three years ago. Three of the 
four Italian sprinters had been crowned 
at Tokyo 2020, including Marcell Jacobs, 

who earlier took the men's 100m gold in a 
season-best 10.02 seconds.

In the medal standings, Italy was 
followed by France with 16 medals and 
Britain with 13. In the middle distances, 
23-year-old Jakob Ingebrigtsen of Norway 
won his third consecutive double victory 
at the European Championships in the 

1,500m and the 5,000m. In Rome, he won 
the 1,500m in a championship record of 3 
minutes 31.95 seconds.

Ingebrigtsen, the defending Olympic 
champion in the 1,500m and the two-time 
defending world champion at 5,000m, is 
expected to compete in both events at 
Paris 2024. — Xinhua

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China, New Zealand pledge to expand trade 
scope, deepen personnel exchanges

CHINESE Premier Li 
Qiang met New Zealand 
Prime Minister Christo-

pher Luxon here on Thursday, 
agreeing to expand the scope of 
bilateral trade and investment 
and deepen personnel exchang-
es.

During their talks, Li said 
his visit coincides with the 10th 
anniversary of President Xi 
Jinping’s official visit to New 
Zealand and the establishment 
of China-New Zealand compre-
hensive strategic partnership.

Over the past 10 years, no 
matter how the international 
landscape changes, China and 
New Zealand have consistently 
adhered to mutual respect, in-
clusiveness, cooperation and 
joint development, promoting 
bilateral relations to achieve 
substantial progress, and creat-
ing multiple “firsts” in bilateral 
cooperation, he said.

China is willing to work with 
New Zealand to continue their 
traditional friendship, enhance 
the spirit of “striving to be the 
first”, jointly stimulate growth, 
and make efforts to upgrade the 
China-New Zealand compre-

hensive strategic partnership 
to bring more benefits to their 
people, Li added.

Li said that the respective 
development of China and New 
Zealand is an opportunity for 
each other rather than a chal-
lenge, calling on the two coun-
tries to continue as partners of 
mutual respect, mutual trust 
and mutual benefit that learn 
from each other and foster unity 
and coordination.

China stands ready to work 
with New Zealand in continu-
ously expanding trade, explor-
ing cooperation potential in sec-
tors including digital economy, 
green economy, new energy 
vehicles and creative industry, 
and jointly promoting regional 
economic cooperation, said the 
Chinese premier.

He also called on New Zea-
land and China to eliminate 
non-economic disruptions in 
their economic and trade rela-
tions to provide businesses with 
stable expectations and a fa-
vorable business environment, 
adding that China welcomes 
more investment from New 
Zealand enterprises.

Venezuela enters 
WTO Trade 
Facilitation 
Agreement

VENEZUELA has entered the 
World Trade Organization 
(WTO) International Trade Facil-
itation Agreement, which leads 
to reduced costs in the nation’s 
trade transactions, said Vice- 
President Delcy Rodriguez on 
Wednesday.

an event led by President Nico-
las Maduro in southwest Apure 
state.

Any hostile shift in Canada’s Arctic strategy  
will harm its security
RUSSIA does not see Canada 
as a threat in the Arctic but 
if the Trudeau cabinet shifts 
to a confrontational stance 
in the region, it will harm 
Canada’s security, Russian 
Ambassador in Ottawa Oleg 
Stepanov told Sputnik on 
Wednesday.

The Canadian govern-
ment is readying to release 
a new Arctic strategy to ad-
dress what it perceives to be 
a growing Russian threat in 
the region, Canadian Foreign 
Affairs Minister Melanie Joly 
told Bloomberg on Tuesday.

The announcement came 
two months after National De-
fence released its defence pol-

icy update in which it empha-
sized that the most pressing 
task for Canada was to assert 
its sovereignty in its northern 
regions and the Arctic.

“We don’t see Canada as 
a threat there [Arctic], but 
obviously will have to take 
into account both a possible 
change in Ottawa’s policy, 
as well as its coordination 
and joint planning with the 
US and within NATO in this 
regard,” Stepanov said. “Ob-
viously, if Trudeau’s cabinet 
takes a confrontational stance 
versus Russia in the Arctic, 
it will be, first of all, detri-
mental to Canada’s security.”
