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SEEKING an import licence for the goods 
before arrival at the port is obligatory, 
and failure to do so is subject to a fine 
and sentence under the existing laws, as 
declared by the Trade Department under 
the Ministry of Commerce on 5 April.

In accordance with Chapter IV of the 
Export and Import Law, no person shall 
export or import restricted, prohibited and 
banned goods under Section 5. Without 
obtaining a permit, no one shall be allowed 
to export and import the specified goods 
that need to seek licences in accord with 
Section 6. A person who has obtained a per-
mit or licence shall not break the licence 
conditions under Section 7.

According to Chapter V stating of-
fences and penalties, whoever violates 
those prohibitions contained in Section 
5 or Section 6 is convicted and shall be 
punished with imprisonment for a term 
not exceeding three years or with a fine 
or with both under Section 8. If a person 
holding any permit is found to violate pro-
hibitions contained in Chapter VII, that one 
shall be punished with imprisonment for 
a term not exceeding three years or with 
a fine or with both under Section 9. Any 
person who attempts to commit or abet in 
the commission of any offences obtained 
in the law shall be punished, and exhibits 
will be confiscated under Section 10.

Thus, the Trade Department warned 
the exporters and importers of penalties 
for non-compliance with the Export and 
Import Law, directives and guidelines and 
informed them to seek licences first as 
pre-arrival documentation for all types 
of shipment by air, sea and land road. —

THE survey on air quality across 
the nation showed a very un-
healthy level of atmosphere in 

five major cities of Mandalay Region 
and Shan State (East) in March 2024, 
according to the Environmental Con-
servation Department.                     

The particles in sizes of 2.5 microns 
are spreading in the air in five major cit-
ies, namely Amarapura, Aungmyethaz-
an and Patheingyi townships in Manda-
lay Region and Tachilek and Kengtung 
townships in Shan State (East).

The Environmental Conservation 

Department has measured the air qual-
ity at 13 sampling points of Nay Pyi Taw 
Council Area and 13 regions and states 
in order to assess air quality across the 
nation.

Particulate Matter 2.5 (PM2.5), 
Particulate Matter 10 (PM10), Sulphur 
Dioxide (SO2), Nitrogen Dioxide (NO2), 
Ozone (O3) and Carbon Monoxide (CO) 
for air quality were regularly measured 
with the use of an Environmental Perim-
eter Air Station (EPAS)-Haz-Scanner, 
Air Quality Monitoring Station (AQM-
65), Scentroid (SL–50 Scential), Aeroqual 

(Series–500 Portable Air Quality Moni-
tor), AQMesh (Dust Analyzer-1941150), 
(Gas Analyzer-1940150), Portable Beta 
Attenuation Mass Monitor (BAM 1022), 
Air Quality Monitoring Station (AQMS) 
and Continuous Particulate Monitor. 

The department stated that air 
quality may change depending on 
conditions such as temperature of the 
atmosphere, wind speech, wind direc-
tions, moisture, rainfall, use of vehicles, 
emission of smoke from industries, and 
environments around the measurement 
of air quality. — ASH/TTA

Chaukhtetkyee reclining Buddha image's 
unique eyes draw Chinese pilgrims

ACCORDING to Sayadaw U 
Vannita, one of the resident 
Sanghas at Chaukhtetkyee 
Pagoda in Bahan Township, 
Yangon Region, the reclining 
Buddha image, particularly its 
eye painting, has been attract-
ing Chinese pilgrims annually.

The Sayadaw explained, 
"Each eye of the Buddha im-
age measures five feet and 
seven inches wide and one 
foot and nine inches high. My-
anmar and Chinese artisans 
collaborated on crafting them 
back in the early 20th century."

The process faced nu-
merous challenges due to 
technological limitations at 
the time. However, a team 
from the Nagar Glass Factory, 
led by renowned glassblow-
er U Mya Kyaw, successfully 
heated imported glass slabs 
to mould them into concave 
glass eyes.

Once formed, the artisans 
encountered difficulty find-
ing someone skilled enough to 
paint the eyes. With the assis-
tance of residents from Latha 
Township, they approached a 

bottle-painting artist visiting 
from Guangzhou. This artist 
graciously painted the eyes 
free of charge.

Sayadaw U Vannita con-
cluded, "So, Chinese visitors 
come and observe the eyes 
of the reclining Buddha since 
they are the works of their 
national artist."

The reclining Buddha, 
formally known as Shweth-
alyaung Pagoda, was com-
missioned by rice merchant 
Sir Bo Tha and his wife Daw 
Sein Yin in 1907. The pagoda 
housing the Buddha image 
was constructed on a six-tier 
hill, hence the name "Chauk", 
which means "six" in Myan-
mar.

Initially, the Buddha im-
age stood at 235 feet in length 
and 101 feet in height. Howev-
er, in 1957, a team of artisans 
reduced the size of the Bud-
dha image to accommodate 
a 65-foot-tall iron pavilion. 
Following the reconstruction 
of the Buddha image on 25 
November 1977, the original 
statue was reduced to 216 feet 
in length and 58 feet in height.

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RECENTLY, the United Nations has 
put pressure on Myanmar in different 
ways. An open briefing was convened at 
the United Nations Security Council in 
New York on 4 April 2024, and the current 
situation in Myanmar was discussed. 

The Human Rights Council held the 
55th regular session from 26 February to 
5 April 2024 in Geneva. During the meet-
ing, the Interactive Dialogues with the 
High Commissioner for Human Rights 
and the Special Rapporteur on the situ-
ation of human rights in Myanmar were 
held on 1 and 19 March 2024, respectively. 
The Human Rights Council also adopted 
the resolution entitled “Situation of Hu-
man Rights in Myanmar” submitted by 
Belgium on behalf of the EU on 4 April 
2024 in the absence of Myanmar (the 
country concerned). It is observed that 
the said resolution included unfounded 
and one-sided allegations pertaining to 
humanitarian assistance and human 
rights in Myanmar.

Amidst the challenges, the gov-
ernment continues its endeavours to 
maintain peace, stability, the rule of law, 
prosperity, and the systematic convening 
of general elections. Myanmar always 
attaches great importance to providing 
humanitarian assistance to the people in 
need. 16 UN agencies have opened their 

field offices throughout Myanmar. As of 
February 2024, there are over 1,700 staff, 
more specifically around 130 internation-
al staff and around 1,600 locally recruited 
staff, working for the UN agencies and 
international non-governmental organ-
izations (INGOs) in Myanmar. 

Travel access has been facilitated 
for the AHA Centre, UN agencies and 
international organizations, INGOs, and 
some embassies of donor countries to 
the requested areas of Myanmar, de-
pending on the prevailing situation and 
on-ground security conditions. During 
the past three years, the government 
has facilitated over 1,000 times of trav-
el access to UN agencies and INGOs 
and more than 60 visits to embassies 
throughout Myanmar. Particularly, in 
Rakhine State alone, the government has 
granted 250 times of travel authorization 
to UN agencies and over 300 times to 
INGOs in 2023. Therefore, Myanmar 
clearly states that the accusations of 
access denial mentioned in some reports 
and statements of the United Nations 
are groundless.

Moreover, the Government of Myan-
mar has facilitated the proposed visits 
of high-level and senior officials of the 
UN agencies. A total of 19 official visits 
of high-level and senior officials of the 

UN and international organizations, 
including the visits of the Under-Secre-
tary-General for Humanitarian Affairs 
and Under-Secretary-General for Safety 
and Security, were facilitated during the 
past three years. 

Myanmar is keeping up its efforts 
for the repatriation of displaced persons 
from Rakhine State in accordance with 
the bilateral instruments and is always 
ready to receive verified displaced per-
sons. The government is fully committed 
to the repatriation process. The process 
has not yet been able to commence due 
to the current security conditions of the 
Rakhine State.

Myanmar consistently opposes 
country-specific resolutions and man-
dates as well as their follow-up Inter-
active Dialogues since their modalities 
do not contribute to objective reporting, 
constructive dialogue and cooperation 
between the country-concerned and 
the international community, in addi-
tion to going contrary to the fundamen-
tal principles of impartiality, objectivity, 
and non-selectivity of the Human Rights 
Council. Therefore, Myanmar categori-
cally rejects the resolution submitted by 
Belgium on behalf of the EU. The gov-
ernment highly appreciates the friendly 
countries that uphold a balanced position 

during the dialogues. 
The United Nations Secretary-Gen-

eral announced the appointment of the 
former Australian Foreign Minister Ms 
Julie Bishop as his Special Envoy in 
Myanmar on 5 April 2024. Despite My-
anmar’s rejection of the country-spe-
cific resolutions, including the resolu-
tion which contains the creation of the 
mandate of appointing a Special Envoy 
of the Secretary-General on Myanmar, 
Myanmar has constructively cooperat-
ed with the previous Special Envoys of 
the Secretary-General on Myanmar as 
a gesture of constructive cooperation 
with the United Nations. Pertaining to 
the appointment of Ms Julie Bishop as 
the Special Envoy on Myanmar, no offi-
cial communication has been made to 
Myanmar by the United Nations.

Myanmar underscores that uni-
lateral pressure does not contribute to 
constructive cooperation between My-
anmar and the United Nations. Mutual 
understanding, respect, and reciprocal 
engagement will result in pragmatic and 
positive collaboration.

Smoke-free areas have been 
established in the townships 
of downtown Yangon, such as 
Ahlon, Lanmadaw, Latha, Pabe-
dan, Kyauktada, Dagon, Yankin 

and, Thingangyun townships, 
restaurants, hotels, motels, and 
shopping centres. Furthermore, 
the remaining townships within 
Yangon have been able to con-
tinue to be designated as public 
areas due to the cooperation of 
administrative organizations, 
pagoda trustee board, and the 
public,” Dr Than Sein explained. 

In addition, such smoke-free 
areas are being established not 
only in Yangon Region but also 
in Mandalay Region, Shan State, 
Mon State and Nay Pyi Taw 
Council Area.

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Black gram, pigeon pea prices 
surge in pre-Thingyan holidays

THE prices of black grams and 
pigeon peas showed upticks 
prior to the Thingyan holidays 
starting from 13 April.

The prices stood at K3.015 
million per tonne of black grams 
(Fair Average Quality), K3.26 
million per tonne of black grams 
(Special Quality) and K3.775 
million per tonne of pigeon peas 
on 30 March. The prices moved 
up to K3.18 million per tonne 
of black grams FAQ, K3.44 mil-
lion per tonne of black grams 
SQ and K3.99 million per tonne 
of pigeon peas on 6 April. The 

figures reflected an increase 
of K168,000 per tonne of black 
grams and K215,000 per tonne 
of pigeon peas in the past six 
days.

Similarly, the FOB price 
is also up by US$30 per tonne 
within a week. The FOB pric-
es were $945-$965 per tonne of 
black grams FAQ, $1,030-$1,050 
per tonne of black grams SQ 
and $1,160-1,180 per tonne of pi-
geon peas on 28-30 March. They 
went up to $970-$990 per tonne 
of black gram FAQ, $1,060-$1,080 
per tonne of black grams SQ 

and $1,190-$1,210 per tonne of 
pigeon peas on 4-6 April.

Meanwhile, the price of 
green grams did not fluctuate 
this week. A total of 135 con-
tainers (3,240 tonnes) of black 
grams were transacted during 
the six market opening days 
this month.

With the pulse prices ris-
ing, the domestic market sees 
brisk sales. The traders and 
growers are financially doing 
well. It contributes to a coun-
try’s foreign earnings as well.

Strong winds damage almost 22,000 
houses in 2023-24

THE Ministry of Social Welfare, 
Relief, and Resettlement has 
reported that in the financial 
year 2023–2024, strong winds 
caused damage to nearly 22,000 
houses.

Throughout this financial 
year, strong winds occurred 

approximately 650 times, re-
sulting in the destruction of 
around 21,700 homes, as well as 
causing fatalities and injuries.

Presently, the ministry, 
in collaboration with relevant 
administrative bodies and 
the public, is undertaking the 

repair of houses susceptible 
to strong winds. Additional-
ly, efforts have been made to 
educate the public on actions 
to take during strong winds 
and hotlines have been set up 
for emergency assistance re-
quests.

MoALI earns K11.27 bln from 
grant lake sales in 2023

ACCORDING to the Ministry 
of Agriculture, Livestock and 
Irrigation (MoALI), the minis-
try has generated over K11.27 
billion from selling grant lakes, 
based on the 2023 statistics.

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THE domestic gold price hit an 
all-time high of K4.56 million per 
tical (0.578 ounce or 0.016 kilo-
gramme) again on 4 April after 
spot gold price reached a record 
high of over US$2,330 per ounce 
on 8 April. 

At present, the kyat depre-
ciated at K3,850 against the US 
dollar. Despite the gold price ral-
ly in the domestic market, the 
Yangon Region Gold Entrepre-
neurs Association (YGEA) set 
the reference price at K3,997,900 
per tical, showing a large gap of 
over K560,000 per tical with the 
actual market value.

YGEA notified on 30 March 
that inspections were underway 
against those allegedly manip-
ulating the market through a 
verbal deal.

Seven big gold shops in Yan-

gon issue daily market prices 
three times a day. Nonetheless, 
those price speculators are at-
tempting to raise the price by 
misleading price information 
that is not an actual transaction 

rate in the market. The YGEA 
condemned those unscrupulous 
traders and their dishonest acts. 
YGEA asked its members to in-
form law enforcement agencies 
of the news regarding those ma-

nipulators.
The authorities are inspect-

ing those alleged price specula-
tors with the verbal deal in the 
market.

CBM initiated an online 
trading market in which ex-
porters/importers and private 
banks are engaged, with a view 
to developing the FX market and 
stopping price manipulation. 
The market exchange rates are 
officially announced on the FX 
market online trading platform. 
Additionally, CBM let the author-
ized money changers sell foreign 
currency as petty cash to those 
studying abroad, going on a pil-
grimage and working abroad, 
according to CBM’s notification 
on 30 March.

Some unscrupulous individ-
uals are attempting to manip-

ulate the market by spreading 
misinformation from the verbal 
deal or sparking public concerns 
with malicious news about the 
volatile exchange rate. Some 
are also engaged in transactions 
without a valid licence, violating 
the existing laws.

They will face legal action 
under the Foreign Exchange 
Management Law. CBM also 
informed the people of accurate 
information and data released 
by the departments concerned 
and authorized money changers.

Domestic gold price hits record high at K4.56 mln per tical

THE wholesale reference rate 
of palm oil for the Yangon mar-
ket remained unchanged at 
K5,250 per viss for the five con-
secutive weeks from 18 March 
to 21 April 2024, according to the 
Supervisory Committee on ed-
ible oil import and distribution.

 The Supervisory Commit-
tee on Edible Oil Import and 
Distribution under the Ministry 
of Commerce has been closely 
observing the FOB prices in 
Malaysia and Indonesia, add-
ing transport costs, tariffs and 
banking services to decide the 
wholesale market reference 
rate for edible oil on a weekly 
basis.

However, the market price 
is higher than the reference 
price.

To control overcharg-
ing, the Consumer Affairs 
Department under the Min-
istry of Commerce informed 

the consumers of lodging the 
complaints for overcharging 
through the call centre’s hot-
line in late August. The Depart-
ment urged consumers not to 
buy palm oil at high prices. 
The Department is making 
concerted efforts to steer the 
high volatility in palm oil prices 
in the retail market and offer 

fairer prices to consumers in 
coordination with the Myanmar 
Edible Oil Dealers Association 
and oil importing companies.

The complaints for over-
charging can be lodged over 
hotline 1535 of the call centre of 
the Consumers Affairs Depart-
ment or sent to the Facebook 
page of the Department and the 

region and state departments 
concerned. The domestic con-
sumption of palm oil is estimat-
ed at one million tonnes per 
year. The local palm oil produc-
tion is just about 400,000 tonnes. 
About 700,000 tonnes of palm oil 
are yearly imported through 
Malaysia and Indonesia to meet 
domestic demands. — NN/EM

YGN palm oil wholesale reference rate stable 
for five straight weeks 

SUGAR prices show bullish 
market sentiment when the 
sugar mills nearly finish op-
erations. However, jaggery 
prices continue to decline 
with persistent production.

The sugar price jumped 
to K4,600 per viss in early 
April from K3,970 per viss on 
17 February 2024 in Yangon’s 
market.

Meanwhile, the jaggery 
fetched K3,600-K5,500 per 
viss depending on producing 
areas, varieties and quality 
on 6 April, decreasing from 
K3,700-K5,800 per viss on 
27 March. Jaggery combo 
mixed with sugar is cheaper 
than organic jaggery. Sugar 
mills’ dynamic pricing might 
influence the market value. 
The sugar price is expected 
to continue rising, Ko Min, 
a trader who sells sugar to 
regions outside Yangon, told 
The Global New Light of My-
anmar (GNLM). — TWA/EM

FIRE outbreaks caused by natural or human-induced demand 
vigilance and proactive measures from everyone. Whether it’s 
for cooking, crafting, or machinery operations, it’s imperative to 
handle fire with care in daily routines.

Annually, Myanmar faces over 1,800 fire incidents, resulting 
in property losses exceeding K15 billion. Between 2013 and 2022, 
the nation witnessed a staggering 18,336 fire outbreaks, inflicting 
damage worth more than K155 billion. Negligence and electrical 
faults are the primary culprits behind these calamities.

In 2023, 77 locals lost lives, and 193 were injured in 1,362 out-
breaks of fire, causing loss and damage to property worth more 
than K35 billion. In 2022, fires broke out across the nation 1,507 
times, leaving K6.7 billion worth of loss and damage of property, 
with 96 civilians dead and 139 injured.

Common triggers for fire 
outbreaks in Myanmar include 
offerings of oil, candles, and 
joss sticks to Buddha imag-
es, mosquito coil mishaps, 
and accidental fires from 
cheroots. Additionally, issues 
like electrical short circuits 
and improper use of electronic 
devices contribute to the risk.

To address these risks, 
firefighters from various bri-
gades conduct thorough in-
spections of stove-wiring sys-
tems and promote the use of 
fire extinguishers and circuit 
breakers. With the onset of 
hotter summers, heightened 
caution is necessary.

Residents and firefighters 
alike participate in fire pre-
vention exercises to prepare 
for emergencies. The Man-
dalay fire of 24 March 1984 
stands as a stark reminder. 
Within eight hours, over 2,500 
buildings, including schools, 
residences, and businesses, 
were razed. Since then, the 
community has mobilized, uti-
lizing fire engines donated by 

well-wishers and locals, while youths volunteer for auxiliary fire 
brigades, driven by the memory of past tragedies. From then on, 
local youths join the auxiliary fire brigade to take voluntary fire 
preventive measures due to remembering the bitter experience 
of a terrible fire.

By remaining vigilant and proactive, communities can miti-
gate the devastating impacts of fire outbreaks. Every individual in 
Myanmar must prioritize fire safety, from adhering to preventive 
measures in daily activities to actively participating in fire preven-
tion initiatives. Through collective effort and preparedness, the 
nation can safeguard lives and properties against the ravages of fire.

Any Words of Sympathies or Condemnation?
THOUSANDS of insurgents 
made up of personnel from the 
Arakanese Army (AA), Chin PDF, 
Magway PDF, and MNDA rebels 
attacked a military base in Kyauk-
taw, north of Sittway in Rakhine 
State. Due to the mismatch in 
manpower, Tatmadaw person-
nel and their families decided to 
abandon the camp and leave with 
two landing crafts (LCU) on the 
evening of 7 February.

The insurgents started at-
tacking the vessels as soon as 
they realized the garrison was be-

ing shifted out. Along the 50-mile-
plus waterway from Kyauktaw 
to Sittway, the capital of Rakhine 
State, there were no other sup-
porting ground infantry or Navy 
boats. The Air Force arrived on 
time, with aircraft and helicopters 
providing defensive cover to the 
two vessels and their passengers. 

Along the Kaladan River, the 
enemies continued their attacks 
using superior firepower, includ-
ing drone bombs, RPGs, machine 
guns and sniper fire, from both 
sides of the channel. One of the 

LCUs was damaged, taken out of 
action and ran aground because 
of incessant attacks in the ear-
ly afternoon of 8 February. The 
personnel and families on the 
damaged LCU were forced to 
abandon the ship and move on 
to the remaining craft. 

Further attacks on the re-
maining vessel and sabotages 
on an incoming auxiliary LCU 
meant that these vessels also ran 
aground further down the river 
before reaching the safety of the 
incoming Navy gunboats. 

The military personnel 
bravely defended themselves 
while screaming at the top of 
their lungs that many women and 
children were trying to leave the 
grounded boat. With more than 50 
drop bombs falling on them, they 
had no choice but to run ashore, 
hoping the insurgents would be 
somewhat humane towards un-
armed and innocent women and 
children. Perhaps hopelessness 
is the very soil that nourishes 
human hope. The terrorists did 
not spare women and children 

begging for their lives.
Tears of sadness flow from 

the river to the sea. Grief was 
only worsened by lack of compas-
sion, commiseration, condolence, 
consolation, concern, comfort or 
care by the West or ASEAN, a 
stark contrast if you could recall 
the response at the sentencing 
of a known terrorist leader and 
murderer, Phyo Zeya Thaw!

Why unprotected eclipse gazing will leave 
you seeing stars
Eye health experts warn that even a brief, unprotected glance at a solar eclipse can lead to lifelong vision loss.

JUST a single, unguarded 
glance at a solar eclipse 
can result in a lifetime of 

vision loss, eye health experts 
warn.

On Monday, tens of millions 
of spectators across Mexico, the 
United States and Canada will 
witness the Moon completely 
obscure the Sun’s light, a rare 
celestial spectacle that won’t be 
visible for most of North America 
again until 2044.

Medical literature is teem-
ing with examples of people who 
suffered damage to their retinas 
— the layer of light-sensitive tis-
sue at the back of the eye — and 
health professionals are offering 
advice on how to avoid becoming 
the next cautionary tale.

Aaron Zimmerman, a clini-
cal professor of optometry at the 
Ohio State University, told AFP 
that the dangers of sungazing 
during eclipses were discussed 
by the ancient Greek philosopher 
Socrates, but it wasn’t until re-
cently that science really caught 
up with how eye injury happened.

When it comes to eclipses, 
he explained, the main damage 
comes from “photochemical tox-
icity,” where short, high-energy 
wavelengths of light — blues, 
violets and non-visible ultravio-
lets — trigger chemical reactions 
that damage the rods and cones 

of the retina.
Cue visits to the emergency 

department by people with com-
plaints of blurry vision, changes 
in colour perception, and blind 
spots, with the outlook for recov-
ery far from certain.

Human beings inherently 
look away from the Sun because 
of the discomfort it causes, but 
during eclipses “you can psycho-
logically override” that instinct, 
explained Zimmerman.

A famous journal report 
about the 2017 US solar eclipse 
involved a woman in her twen-
ties who presented to the New 
York Eye and Ear Infirmary after 
looking at the solar rim “several 
times for approximately six sec-
onds without protective glass-
es” and then later with eclipse 
glasses.

Hours later, objects started 
to look fuzzy and out of shape, 
colours became distorted, and 
she developed a central black 
spot in her left eye.

An advanced imaging tech-
nique was able to show the dam-
age at the cellular level which 
persisted on her follow up six 
weeks later.
‘Permanent blank spot’ 

Young adults might be more 
susceptible, the authors of the 
paper said, because of larger 
pupils, clearer eye structure, or 

“poorer recognition of the dan-
gers” of viewing eclipses with 
improper eyewear.

“In some cases, it’s just 
partially damaged and it may 
resolve so that you don’t notice 
it anymore,” Neil Bressler, a 
professor of ophthalmology at 
Johns Hopkins University and 
editor-in-chief of JAMA Ophthal-
mology told AFP. If recovery hap-
pens, it’s normally within the first 
six months.

“But in other cases, it can 
leave a permanent blank spot... 
and we don’t have a treatment 
to reverse that. It’s like brain 
tissue, once you lose it, it won’t 
grow back,” added Bressler. The 
best way to view the eclipse is 
with eclipse sunglasses, which 
block out 99.999 per cent of light. 
Always go for genuine products. 
To test if your glasses are up to 
standard, “find the brightest light 
bulb in your home — and then 

look at that from up close and you 
should barely be able to see the 
light,” said Zimmerman.

If it’s too late to procure spe-
cialist eyewear, then there are 
indirect methods, such as punch-
ing a pinhole into a cardboard 
and letting the light shine onto 
another surface, or even using 
the humble kitchen colander to 
the same effect. NASA’s webcast 
is another option.

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Intl cruise ship carrying over 1,800 tourists arrives in China’s Tianjin

CRUISE ship Serenade of the 
Seas docked at Tianjin Inter-
national Cruise Home Port in 
north China’s port city of Tianjin 
on Sunday morning, with over 
1,800 tourists from 50 countries 
and regions aboard.

The 275-day cruise on the 
ship, which is registered in the 
Bahamas and operated by Royal 
Caribbean Group, is the longest 
round-the-world route at present. 
Tianjin is its only stop in Chinese 
mainland, according to the com-
pany.

The ship will dock at Tianjin 
for two days and one night, car-
rying over 800 crew members 
and over 1,800 tourists. Most of 
the tourists will go sightseeing in 
the cities of Beijing and Tianjin.

“We work with the cruise 
line and the port company to 
streamline passenger clearance 
procedures and let them have 
more time to travel in China,” 
said Bi Linlin, a local immigra-

tion inspection officer, adding that 
with the rapid recovery of China’s 
cruise industry, the demand from 
foreign tourists to visit China’s 

scenic spots and historic sites is 
growing.

Liu Zinan, chairman of Roy-
al Caribbean Cruises, Asia said, 

“We always stick to the Chinese 
market, and we are committed 
to creating value for Chinese 
consumers, social and economic 

development, as well as inbound 
and outbound travel. We have full 
confidence in the resilience of the 
Chinese economy.”

Royal Caribbean Interna-
tional announced its new China 
route deployment plan in March, 
with two cruises deployed in the 
ports of Shanghai, Tianjin and 
Hong Kong. The plan’s sailing 
time frame ranges from February 
2025 to April 2026.

Tianjin International Cruise 
Home Port has welcomed 22 
cruise ships and seen 68,000 tour-
ist visits so far this year, according 
to Dong Zichen, deputy general 
manager of Tianjin International 
Cruise Home Port Co, Ltd.

“We are quite optimistic 
about the recovery of the cruise 
tourism industry in Tianjin,” 
Dong said, adding that the port 
is estimated to receive 100 cruise 
ships and 300,000 inbound and 
outbound tourist visits this year.

THE Chinese economy has

view.

China and the Association 
of Southeast Asian Nations 
(ASEAN) share a common 
development philosophy and 
industrial chains, said Cynthia 
Xin, general manager of Bei-
jing branch, UOB China.

From her perspective, Chi-
na has built industrial chains 
covering many fields, includ-
ing high-end manufacturing, 
over the past decades. Notably, 
such industrial chains are un-
der steady development, giving 
China an obvious advantage.

Cooperation between the 
two major economies has 
evolved from economic and 
trade exchanges to industrial 

chain integration, she said.
China, as the largest trade 

partner of ASEAN, can extend 
and drive the industrial chain 
development of the whole ASE-
AN through RCEP and other 
economic and trade agree-
ments, she added.

The investment volume 
between China and ASEAN 
is increasing with a growing 
proportion of greenfield in-
vestment, which indicates that 
industrial chain integration be-
tween the two sides will further 
deepen, said Xin.

“I can tell from work that 
Chinese business partners are 
practical and down-to-earth. 
They consider more about 
cost-saving and efficiency. 
Thus, I am confident of Chi-
na’s economic performance,” 
she noted.

“Overseas capital and 
companies will maintain their 
interest in China as long as the 
country keeps opening up,” Xin 
said. — Xinhua 

Japan launches ride-hailing services 
in Tokyo, other areas to follow	
JAPAN on Monday launched 
ride-hailing services in Tokyo, 
with other areas across the 
country to follow suit in a bid to 
address a nationwide shortage 
of taxi drivers.

The country partially lifted 
a ban on the services earlier 
this month, allowing drivers 
with a standard licence to of-
fer taxi services on specified 
days and hours using their own 
private vehicle, provided they 
are under the management of 
a local tax company.

The Tokyo Hire-Taxi As-
sociation, one of the operators 
involved in the project, held a 
ceremony to commemorate 
the launch, demonstrating 
how drivers use a dedicated 
smartphone app to receive 
despatch requests and to input 
health-related data concerning 
their fitness to drive.

“We will greatly expand 
the ride-hailing business and 
establish it throughout Japan 
to resolve a shortage of trans-
port providers,” transport min-
ister Tetsuo Saito said at the 
ceremony. He went for a test 

ride using the service.
About 80 drivers were 

available as of Monday morn-
ing, with the services used 
around 50 times before 9 am, 
according to the association.

Registered vehicles are 
despatched with destinations 
and fares calculated in ad-
vance. Only cashless payments 
can be accepted in principle.

The services are now 
available in Tokyo’s 23 wards 

and the suburban areas of 
Musashino and Mitaka from 
Monday to Friday from 7 am 
to before 11 am and from 12 
am to before 4 am on Saturday 
mornings.

The services will later be 
expanded, with the transport 
ministry having also allowed 
their introduction in other 
large cities such as Kyoto, 
Osaka, Nagoya and Fukuoka.

Japan firms’ plans for CO2 export, 
storage in Southeast Asia on rise

MORE Japanese com-
panies are seeking to 
export carbon dioxide 
emissions to Southeast 
Asian nations and else-
where for underground 
storage as a way to tack-
le climate change, with 
over a dozen projects in 
the works, a tally by Kyo-
do News showed Sunday.

The move comes as 
the Japanese govern-
ment promotes carbon 
capture and storage, 
known as CCS, and sets 
a goal of putting the 
technology into practi-
cal use by 2030. Howev-
er, the technology costs 
are high, and overseas 
projects could face local 
opposition.

CCS technology 
captures CO2 from in-
dustrial plants before it 
can be emitted into the 
atmosphere and injects 
it deep underground for 

long-term storage.
Trading house Mit-

subishi Corp., major oil 
distributor Eneos Corp, 
and two other compa-
nies are studying a pro-
ject to liquefy CO2 emit-
ted from thermal power 
plants and oil factories 
in the Tokyo Bay area 
and ship it to Malaysia 
for storage there.

About three million 
tonnes of CO2 is expect-
ed to be collected annu-
ally under the project, 
which the companies 
aim to start by fiscal 
2030.

Chubu Electric Pow-
er Co, based in Nagoya, 
central Japan, has also 
started, along with other 
companies, a feasibility 
study on collecting CO2 
from plants and facto-
ries at the Port of Na-
goya area for storage in 
Indonesia. — Kyodo

Businesses in Viet 
Nam worst affected 
by cyber threats 
in Southeast Asia: 
report	
BUSINESSES in Viet Nam 
were the worst affected 
with 17.1 million cyber 
threat incidents, local 
media VnExpress report-
ed Monday, citing global 
cybersecurity company 
Kaspersky.

It was followed by In-
donesia and Thailand with 
14.6 million and 4.7 million 
incidents respectively.

According to the Vi-
etnamese Ministry of In-
formation and Communi-
cations, as many as 1,812 
cyberattacks were detect-
ed in Viet Nam so far this 

year, a drop of 38 per cent 
compared to the same pe-
riod last year.

The ministry will de-
velop and issue a guide-
book on information sys-
tem security by levels in 
the second quarter.

According to Kasper-
sky, Southeast Asia saw 
nearly 43 million local 
threats targeting busi-
nesses in 2023. Singapore 
recorded a 67-per-cent in-
crease in local incidents, 
from 300,000 in 2022 to 
500,000, the lowest in the 
region. — Xinhua

Pilot carbon capture 
project stores CO2 in 
bricks in E China
TO achieve China’s dual 
carbon goals of peaking 
carbon emissions by 2030 
and achieving carbon neu-
trality by 2060, Chinese 
energy enterprises use 
carbon capture, utiliza-
tion, and storage (CCUS) 
technology to reduce emis-
sions.

In east China’s Zhe-
jiang Province, a pilot pro-
ject that can store CO2 in 
bricks has recently passed 
the 72-hour running test. It 
is one of the country’s lead-

ing projects using CCUS 
technology to capture and 
utilize CO2 emitted from 
coal-fired power plants.

The project was built 
at a power plant in Lanxi 
County that was affiliated 
with Zhejiang Provincial 
Energy Group Company 
(Zhejiang Energy). Its 
technology team consists 
of researchers from the 
company and institutions 
such as Zhejiang Univer-
sity and Baima Lake Lab-
oratory. — Xinhua

Germany industrial output rises for second straight month
GERMAN industrial pro-
duction rose strongly in 
February for the second 
straight month, official 
data showed Monday, 
offering hope for the be-
leaguered manufacturing 
sector in Europe’s biggest 
economy.

Output climbed 2.1 
per cent month on month, 
federal statistics agency 
Destatis said. It follows 
a revised 1.3 per cent in-
crease in January, which 
had been the first increase 
in nearly a year.

Analysts surveyed by 

financial data firm FactSet 
had forecast an increase 
of 0.4 per cent for Febru-
ary.

“There are increas-
ing signs that the econo-
my is gradually bottoming 
out,” the German econ-
omy ministry said in a 

statement.
The output increase 

was driven by a surge in 
the construction sector, 
Destatis said, while there 
were also improvements 
in chemicals, pharmaceu-
ticals and auto manufac-
turing. — AFP
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Malaysian state converts Ramadan 
food waste into fertilizer

AFTER breaking their Ram-
adan fast outside a mosque in 
Malaysia, people throw their 
leftovers into a machine that 
converts the food scraps into 
organic fertilizer for crops.

The modest government 
initiative in the central state 
of Pahang aims to reduce 
wastage, especially during the 
Muslim holy month when huge 
amounts of food are thrown 

away daily.
The mobile machine has 

been deployed at a park in the 
heart of state capital Kuantan 
during Ramadan where many 
families gather every evening 
to feast on cheap local dishes 
after a day of fasting.

It processes 25 kilo-
grammes (55 pounds) of scraps 
a day, said Sharudin Hamid, 
the state director of Solid 

Waste and Public Cleansing 
Management Corporation, 
which started the pilot project 
last year.

The amount is a tiny frac-
tion of the more than 13,000 
tonnes of food sent to landfills 
around the Muslim-majority 
country every day, even more 
during Ramadan, but Sharudin 
said it was helping to increase 
awareness about food wastage.

“The main objective is to 
ensure that the waste is not 
sent to landfills,” Sharudin told 
AFP.

“This has had a significant 
impact on us, as people are 
becoming more aware of en-
vironmental conservation, es-
pecially in terms of food waste 
reduction.”

Food scraps are thrown 
into the machine where they 
are slowly mixed with rice 
husks and sawdust for 48 
hours. The brownish-colour-
ed waste is then packaged and 
given to farmers to use as fer-
tilizer on their crops. — AFP

S Korea launches 2nd 
indigenous spy satellite 
into orbit – Reports

SOUTH Korea has successfully 
launched its second domestical-
ly-produced reconnaissance sat-
ellite on board SpaceX’s Falcon 
9 rocket from Kennedy Space 
Centre in the US state of Flori-
da, media reported on Monday, 
citing the South Korean Defence 
Ministry. 

The rocket lifted off at 8:17 
am Seoul time (23:17 Sunday 
GMT) and sent the intelligence 
satellite into orbit approximate-
ly 45 minutes after the launch, 
South Korean news agency re-
ported. 

The satellite established 
contact with an unspecified 
foreign ground station at 10:57 
am, the report said. 

This is Seoul’s second mili-
tary satellite launch under South 
Korea’s plan to put five recon-
naissance satellites into orbit by 
2025 to monitor North Korea’s 
activities, the report also said. 

The move comes as North Korea 
is allegedly boosting efforts to 
develop space reconnaissance 
capabilities, which could po-
tentially enhance its “precision 
strike capability” against major 
targets in South Korea and the 
United States, the report added. 

On 21 November 2023, 
Pyongyang successfully car-
ried out the launch of its 
Malligyong-1 reconnaissance 
satellite into orbit aboard the 
Chollima-1 carrier rocket after 
two failed launch attempts in 
May and August. Following the 
launch, South Korea partially 
suspended the 2018 inter-Kore-
an military agreement aimed at 
reducing tensions on the Korean 
Peninsula. In response, Pyong-
yang announced its decision to 
restore all military measures 
suspended under the 2018 in-
ter-Korean military accord. — 
Sputnik

Boeing plane makes emergency landing after engine cover falls off
A Boeing 737-800 plane made an 
emergency stop on Sunday after 
the crew reported the engine 
cowling fell off and struck the 
wing flap during takeoff from 
Denver International Airport in 
US state of Colorado, authorities 
said.

Southwest Airlines Flight 
3695 returned safely to Denver 
International Airport around 
8:15 am local time (1515 GMT) 
on Sunday after the incident, 

said the US Federal Aviation 
Administration (FAA) in a state-
ment.

The plane was headed to 
William P. Hobby Airport in Hou-
ston, said the FAA, noting that 
the agency will investigate the 
incident.

Southwest Airlines said in a 
statement that the flight landed 
safely after experiencing a me-
chanical issue.

“Our customers arrived 

at Houston Hobby on another 
aircraft, approximately three 
hours behind schedule,” said 
the airline, adding that South-
west’s maintenance teams are 
reviewing the aircraft.

The plane was delivered in 
2015, and the aircraft manufac-
turer CFM made the engine, 
according to FAA records. The 
engine cowling is a removable 
metal covering on the engine.

A passenger on the flight 

posted a video of debris flying 
off of the plane as it was mov-
ing down a runway at Denver 
International Airport, reported 
local KUSA television station.

A picture posted after the 
plane’s safe landing shows siz-
able pieces missing from the 
plane’s right engine, the report 
added.

From air traffic control re-
cordings from LiveATC.net, a 
Southwest pilot told a Denver 

International Airport air traffic 
controller, “We don’t actually see 
it from the cockpit, that’s just 
what the crew in back is telling 
us. Our engines seem to be fine, 
but we are structurally dam-
aged,” according to the report.

Boeing has grappled with 
significant quality and safety 
issues concerning its aircraft for 
years, leading to the prolonged 
grounding of specific models 
and halted deliveries. — Xinhua

91 killed in Mozambique shipwreck
AT least 91 people died after an 
overloaded boat capsized near 
the Island of Mozambique in 
Mozambique’s northern prov-
ince of Nampula on Sunday, the 
state-run Radio Mozambique 
(RM) reported.

The fatal victims include 
children, and another 34 people 
were missing, the report said, 

adding that five survivors were 
found.

The vessel was a makeshift 
ferry departing from the district 
of Mossuril and carried a total 
of 130 passengers, the secre-
tary of state in Nampula prov-
ince Jaime Neto, was quoted 
as saying. Neto told RM that 
passengers left their areas of 

origin, following a panic caused 
by the misinformation about the 
cholera outbreak.

“It is a vessel not prepared 
to transport so many people. 
It is a fishing vessel, and peo-
ple had misinformation about 
the cholera outbreak, and they 
rushed to the vessel,” Neto said.

Two football clubs, each 
from Indonesia, Malaysia, 
Thailand, and Viet Nam, and 
one club each from Singapore 
and the Philippines, will have 
the chance to take part in the 
final stage of the tourney. 

Meanwhile, one club each 
from Myanmar, Brunei, Cam-
bodia and Laos have to join 

the play-off, and two of the four 
will be allowed to take part 
in the final stage. In the final 
stage, two groups of six clubs 
each will play home and away 
matches.

As only one Myanmar 
football club has a chance to 
compete in the tourney, it is ex-
pected that the league champi-
on club or the first-runner-up 
club will be allowed to join the 
competition.

Gaza needs truce rather than arms

THE Israel-Hamas conflict, which has 
created an unprecedented humanitarian 
crisis in the Gaza Strip, has lasted for half 
a year. Amidst this tragedy, the actions of 
the United States, Israel's key ally, have 
sparked serious concerns and criticism 
among the international community.

While Washington claims to advo-
cate for a ceasefire in the war-devastat-
ed Palestinian enclave, its actions have 
repeatedly contradicted its words. In the 
latest case, when the US verbally criti-
cized Israel for killing seven aid workers 

from the international food charity World 
Central Kitchen in Gaza on 1 April, it 
approved the transfer of more than 1,000 
MK-82 500-pound bombs and more than 
1,000 small-diameter bombs to Israel on 
the same day.

It has been apparent that Washing-
ton's criticism of Israel serves merely as 
a smokescreen to divert global public 
opinion pressure, as its real stance has 
been let bare by its continued delivery 
of weapons to Israel during the Gaza 
conflict.

For American politicians, the polit-
ical obligation to shield its ally from ac-
countability outweighs the urgent need 
to end the mounting humanitarian crisis 
in Gaza. The Gaza conflict has already 
cost the lives of more than 33,000 Pales-
tinians, mostly women and children. And 
the United Nations warned in March that 
1.1 million people in Gaza, or half of the 
population, are struggling with hunger 
due to the suffocating blockade imposed 
by Israel.

On 5 April, the UN Human Rights 
Council adopted a resolution urging 
countries to cease arms supplies to Isra-
el. Yet the United States opposed it, sim-
ply because it is the key arms supplier for 
Israel. According to former and sitting 
US officials, since the outbreak of the 
Gaza conflict, the US has organized more 
than 100 individual transfers of arms to 
Israel, with only two made public.

On 25 March, the UN Security 
Council finally adopted a resolution 
demanding an immediate ceasefire in 
Gaza during the Muslim holy month 
of Ramadan after the US repeatedly 
blocked previous UN resolutions aimed 
at achieving a truce. To everyone's sur-
prise, the US, which abstained from 
the vote, declared the resolution as 
"non-binding," despite the fact that the 
UN Security Council resolutions are 
legally binding. — Xinhua

Xi meets National 
Assembly of Viet 
Nam chairman, 
urges strong sense 
of community 
with shared future	

CHINESE President Xi Jinping on 
Monday met with Chairman of the 
National Assembly of Viet Nam Vuong 
Dinh Hue in Beijing.

While asking Vuong Dinh Hue to 
convey cordial greetings to Nguyen 
Phu Trong, General Secretary of the 
Communist Party of Viet Nam (CPV) 
Central Committee, Xi also said that 
during his visit to Viet Nam at the end 
of last year, he and Nguyen Phu Trong 
had jointly announced the building of 
a China-Viet Nam community with a 
shared future that carries strategic 
significance — opening a new chapter 

in bilateral ties.
Under the joint efforts by the two 

sides, the consensus reached by him 
and Nguyen Phu Trong is being im-
plemented, Xi added. Xi said the most 
distinctive feature of China-Viet Nam 

relations is that the two sides are a 
like-minded pair bound by a common 
destiny, and "comrades-plus-brothers" 
is the most vivid portrayal of the tra-
ditional friendship between the two 
parties and two countries. — Xinhua

INTERNATIONAL Atomic Energy Agen-
cy (IAEA) Director-General Rafael Grossi 
characterized the recent drone attack 
on the Zaporozhye nuclear power plant 
(ZNPP) as a violation of nuclear security 
principles and called for an end to such 
"reckless attacks" Sunday.

The IAEA confirmed minor damage 
to the sixth power unit of the plant as a 
result of the drone attacks. Earlier in 
the day, Ukrainian kamikaze drones at-
tacked the territory of the power station 
immediately after an inspection carried 
out by IAEA experts, the plant's press 
service said. The attack left three of the 
facility's workers injured, with one of them 
sustaining serious injuries, Russian state 
nuclear corporation Rosatom said.

The IAEA had previously confirmed 
damage to the plant in a separate state-
ment. "IAEA experts confirmed physical 
impact of drone attacks at ZNPP today, 
including at one of its six reactors," the 
agency said. "One casualty reported. 
Damage at unit six has not compromised 
nuclear safety, but this is a serious inci-
dent with potential to undermine integrity 
of the reactor's containment system".

Russian Foreign Ministry spokes-
woman Maria Zakharova said the in-
ternational community must respond 
to Ukraine's attack, calling it "an act of 
nuclear terrorism".

The Zaporozhye nuclear plant, con-
structed in the 1980s by the Soviet Union, 
is Europe's largest and one of the world's 
largest. The massive power station is 
reportedly now completely reliant on a 
single 750-kilowatt line for external power 
after previous attacks. A connection to 
outside electricity is necessary to ensure 
the plant is able to cool its reactors — an 
interruption in the delivery of power could 
precipitate a catastrophic meltdown.

Russia took control of the sensitive 
asset in March 2022 and it has endured 
Ukrainian fire ever since. Ukrainian 
drones, missiles, and artillery have all 
been used against the plant by Kyiv, which 
has repeatedly attempted to reassert 
control. Kyiv claims Russia is storing 
weapons at the power station and using 
it as cover to attack Ukrainian troops. 
Observers worry Ukraine may create a 
disaster at the plant, blaming Russia and 
spoiling newly-Russian territory. Kyiv has 
repeatedly employed US-provided cluster 
munitions during fighting in the Don-
bass, raising the prospect of unexploded 
bomblets creating a hazard for decades 
to come. — Sputnik

IAEA chief calls 
attack on Zaporozhye 
nuclear plant violation 
of security principles
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
